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STAVOVI UCITELJA I UCENIKA O DIGITALNOM
NASTAVNOM OKRUZENJU MATERNJEG JEZIKA
TOKOM PANDEMIJE COVID-19

U Republici Hrvatskoj se od 2015. godine provodi projekat E-skole u
okviru kojega su razvijeni brojni e-sadrzaji i e-usluge, ali unutar kojeg su popu-
larizovani brojni digitalni alati te su za ucitelje pripremljene radionice i te¢ajevi
koji su pripomogli njihovom digitalnom osposobljavanju. Deo materijala koji
su razvijeni do vremena pandemije koriS¢eni su u onlajn nastavi, ali je ucite-
ljima od velike koristi bio i popis digitalnih alata te kratka uputstva koja su im
bila dostupna za kori$cenje tih alata kako bi u njima pripremali svoje digitalne
lekcije i zadatke. Deo tih sadrzaja koristi se i nakon pandemije, ponekad u na-
stavi ukoliko su ucionice opremljene pametnim plo¢ama ili tabletima, a veliki
deo materijala koristi se za vezbu sadrzaja kod kuce. Razvoju digitalnih sadrza-
ja pomogle su i vece izdavacke kuce koje su razvile svoje digitalne platforme s
brojnim digitalnim sadrzajima iz razlicitih predmeta. Upravo zato cilj je ovoga
istrazivanja ispitati stavove ucitelja o mogu¢nostima upotrebe digitalnih alata u
nastavi maternjeg (hrvatskog) jezika u razrednoj nastavi s jedne strane, a s dru-
ge strane, ispitati stavove ucenika o zadovoljstvu upotrebom digitalnih alata to-
kom nastavnog procesa, ali i u istrazivanju zadatih tema za domaci zadatak te
uvezbavanju nastavnog sadrzaja za provere znanja. Istrazivanjem je obuhvace-
no 200 ucitelja te 300 ucenika od 1. do 4. razreda. Ucenici su ispitani Upitni-
kom o stavovima prema e-sadrzajima (za ucitelje i za ucenike) i zadacima kre-
iranim za potrebe ovog istrazivanja. Ocekuje se da ce rezultati pokazati kako
su ucitelji zadovoljni dostupnim e-sadrzajima, no smatraju kako je upotreba
savremene tehnologije ¢esto ogranic¢avajuca dok ucenici vole sate u kojima se
igraju u digitalnom obliku i tako uce ili ponavljaju nastavni sadrzaj.

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ATTITUDES OF TEACHERS AND STUDENTS
ABOUT THE DIGITAL TEACHING ENVIRONMENT
OF THE MOTHER TONGUE DURING THE COVID-19 PANDEMIC

In the Republic of Croatia, the E-school project has been implemented
since 2015, within the framework of which numerous e-contents and e-servic-
es were developed, but within which numerous digital tools were popularized
and workshops and courses were prepared for teachers that helped their digital
training. Part of the materials that were developed before the pandemic were
used in online classes, but the list of digital tools and the short instructions that
were available to them for using these tools to prepare their digital lessons and
assignments, were also very useful for teachers. Some of this content is used
even after the pandemic, sometimes in classes if the classrooms are equipped
with smart boards or tablets, and a large part of the material is used to practice
the content at home. The development of digital content was also helped by
larger publishing houses that developed their digital platforms with numerous
digital content from various subjects. This is precisely why the aim of this re-
search is to examine the teachers’ attitudes about the possibilities of using digi-
tal tools in the teaching of the mother tongue (Croatian) in the classroom, on
the one hand, and on the other hand, to examine the students’ attitudes about
the satisfaction with the use of digital tools during the teaching process, but
also in the research of assigned topics for homework and practicing the teach-
ing content for knowledge tests. The research included 200 teachers and 300
students from 1Ist to 4th grade. Students were surveyed with a Questionnaire
about attitudes towards e-content (for teachers and students) and tasks created
for the purposes of this research. The results are expected to show that teachers
are satisfied with the available e-content, but they believe that the use of mod-
ern technology is often limiting, while students like the lessons in which they
play in digital form and thus learn or repeat the teaching content.

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THE ACADEMIC DEVELOPMENT OF UNDERGRADUATE
STUDENTS DURING EMERGENCY REMOTE TEACHING
AT THE UNIVERSITY OF BRASILIA:

AN EX POST FACTO ANALYSIS

The emergency public health situation resulting from the aggravation
of the COVID-19 pandemic imposed on educational institutions the need to
adapt their activities to the remote format, adopting Emergency Remote Teach-
ing (ERT) strategies. The main goal of this research is to map the impacts of the
implementation of the ERT for the academic development of undergraduate
students at the University of Brasilia. This is an ex post facto study. Data for sta-
tistical analysis were obtained from the statistical yearbooks for the base years
of 2019, 2020 and 2021 of the University of Brasilia. The results point to a de-
crease in subject enrollments during the first semester of 2020. However, from
the second semester onwards, enrollments rise to higher levels than in the year
prior to the ERT. The approval subjects increased compared to the pre-quaran-
tine year, i.e, F, , (%) =83,F, , (%)=83.1,F_  (%)=919,F,  (%)=94,
F,, . (%)=89.7,F,  , (%) =88.2. These data indicate a good adaptation to the
new emergency teaching model. The general enrollment suspensions fluctuate
in the analysis of the selected period. Finally, it is perceived as a negative im-
pact of the ERT that the proportion of graduates decreases considerably dur-
ing 2020 and 2021. The research will compose the diversity of analyzes on the
repercussions of the ERT in higher education.

The pandemic of the Sars-Cov-2 virus and the infectious disease COV-
ID-19 in a short time paralyzed the world. Countries have closed their borders
and introduced restrictive measures to stop the spread of the infection, facing
the biggest health crisis of the 21st century. The measures taken had conse-
quences on all aspects of life: health, social, economic. In addition to the im-
measurable impact on health systems and the terrible loss of human lives, the
pandemic has greatly affected the teaching and learning process at all levels of
education. Educational institutions had to organize online classes and design
new learning systems. In the paper, we will refer to the previous findings and
research of the learning and teaching process in the conditions of the COV-
ID-19 pandemic.

The eLearning system is accessed through the website of the
University of Criminal Investigation and Police Studies, using a username and
password that are unique for each teacher and student. This method of organi-
zation of teaching at the University has proven to be successful.

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MOODLE AND MS OFFICE 365 FUNCTIONALITIES
COMPARED IN THE CONTEXT OF TEACHING ENGLISH
FOR SPECIFIC PURPOSES AT UNIVERSITY LEVEL

COVID-19 pandemic caused the transition from traditional to online
and hybrid teaching models and their implementation through various learn-
ing management systems (LMSs) such as Moodle, MS Office 365, Google, etc. At
the beginning of the pandemic, the Faculty of Organizational Sciences (FOS),
University of Belgrade, only relied on certain aspects of MS Office 365, later
adding other software solutions in order to respond to specific needs of in-
dividual courses. This paper aims to comparatively analyse the use of Moodle
and MS Office 365 in the context of teaching English for specific purposes at
FOS using the models of online and hybrid teaching. The platforms were com-
pared according to the following criteria: 1) teacher — student communication
and interaction, 2) storing teaching materials and other content, 3) testing and
evaluation, 4) learning analytics, 5) user experience. The results of the analysis
indicate that the two platforms have similar functionalities in terms of the sec-
ond criterion. With the third, fourth and fifth criterion, Moodle proved more
useful in the given context, while Office 365 exceeded Moodle regarding the
first criterion. Overall, the results indicate that Moodle LMS is more expedient
in the given context, especially with regard to learning analytics, as this func-
tionality facilitates the improvement of the teaching process, and thus may lead
to better student achievement as the ultimate goal of teaching.

ROBOTICS VERSUS BULLIYNG: A COMPETENCY MODEL
FOR GROUP AND INDIVIDUAL SOCIAL
AND EMOTIONAL LEARNING

The Covid situation has hampered the social and emotional develop-
ment of children. The fundamental child-child communication, important for
adaptation to the school environment, has been disrupted. In search of quick
compensatory tools, the educator’s eye looks to new formats for effective teach-
ing and learning applicable in the classroom. Educational robotics is one of the
new formats. Learning through educational robots, with management of so-
cial interactions in the form of case studies and other interactive role-playing
»Games” for school age, is becoming a field of pedagogical innovations (Learn-
ing by doing). The educational games’ method provides the opportunity for the
development of socially important relationships, mostly positive and sustain-
able attitude toward the basic human values (Papert 1980, Spolaor and Benitti
2017). The present study was carried out as part of an Erasmus+ project, with
the participation of eight European countries. The study presents results from
Coach games in educational robotics, modelling group and individual knowl-
edge to social and emotional group and individual competencies. The model is
adapted for children 5-8; 9-12; 12+. It is based on the equivalence of four ele-
ments; knowledge, know-how, interpersonal skills in the context, understood
as the ability and motivation to mobilize these types of knowledge (Guy Le Bo-
terf, 2008). Particular attention is paid to the issue of transfer of the skills de-
veloped in the training to the performance in the classroom: We know how to
act is a ,,complex result”

DURING COVID-19 PANDEMIC

During the COVID-19 pandemic, most people’s lives were turned up-
side down, and adjustments had to be found for many already established hab-
its and routines. Many changes were also made at universities in order to keep
teaching going. In our qualitative study, we aimed to explore pre-service pre-
school teachers’ experiences with distance learning during the pandemic. A
total of 25 students in their final year of the preschool education programme
at the Faculty of Education, University of Maribor, participated in the study.
We were particularly interested in how the pre-service preschool teachers ex-
perienced the course Mathematics education during distance learning. Using
a qualitative content analysis of the pre-service preschool teachers® written re-
cords, our study showed that the students expressed satisfaction that they had
encountered many virtual manipulatives during the online course that helped
them perform certain mathematical activities remotely. Many cited the lack of
contact with children and the opportunity to conduct mathematical activities
with children that would benefit them as future educators as the greatest weak-
ness of distance learning.

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COVID-19 AND ACCUSATIONS THAT EDUCATION IN
SERBIA IS BURDENED WITH ,,SERBIAN NATIONALISM”

In the first part of the paper, an overview is given of the frequent, but as
a rule unfounded and unsubstantiated, accusations by a part of our public that
education in Serbia is allegedly burdened by ,,Serbian nationalism” In the sec-
ond part of the text, the reception of the practice of online teaching during the
closure (2020) is considered. At that time, parents, as well as the general public,
could see the content of lectures from, say, history or the mother tongue (part
of those lectures are still available online today). Not only were there no exam-
ples of being burdened by ,,Serbian nationalism’, but in two cases the general
public protested due to the misinterpretation of facts related to key issues of
identity. In the first example, indignation was recorded due to the inappropri-
ate representation of the genocide against the Serbs in the NDH. In another
example, the public resented the fact that the language policy in the NDH was
praised within the teaching of the Croatian language, as the language of the na-
tional minority. In the third part of the paper, on the example of the gradual
change of the program in Serbian language and literature, the hidden curricu-
lum was pointed out, as the default policy of emptying the reading material and
materials in Serbian education of ,nationalist content”. In the fourth part of
the paper, measures are proposed that should be taken within the educational
policy in Serbia in order to harmonize the proclaimed contents and outcomes
of education.

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NOT JUST LEARNING - MONITORING OF PROGRESS
AND SUPPORTING STUDENTS MOTIVATION
DURING ONLINE "COVID-19 EDUCATION’

Research shows that online teaching can have an impact on cognitive,
and also on emotional and motivational aspects of learning. Online teaching
during the summer semester 2019/20 at the State University in Novi Pazar was
organized uniformly, by sending presentations to the web site, and mandato-
ry tasks that students solved and sent to professors by email on a weekly basis.
Professors responded to emails and provided feedback on the quality of the re-
sponses. The aim of the research was twofold: 1. to check the progress of stu-
dents with online teaching organized in this way in 4 psychological subjects:
Psychology, Learning and Teaching, Positive Psychology, Psychology of Think-
ing and Intelligence. 2. check whether students perceive this way of teaching as
motivating and interesting. Method: Data on students’ progress were collected
once a week, through their answers to the mandatory 10 questions. At the end
of the course, students (N=71) filled out an online questionnaire about their
satisfaction with aspects of the course and their observations. The results indi-
cate that teaching psychology courses via intensive email communication be-
tween students and teachers was of great importance for students, not only for
their learning, but also for maintaining motivation. 81% of students took more
than 50% of weekly tests. Students state that presentations (62%) and weekly
tests (66%) contributed the most to progress in learning. 93% agree or strongly
agree that the presentations and tests were motivating. The implication for ed-
ucational practice is that the availability of materials and regular communica-
tion between professors and students through email, even in crisis and in the
absence of live classes, can maintain motivation and progress in learning.

In conclusion, the experience of the pandemic period
could lead individuals to more connection and immersion in the virtual world
by relying on the relevance of technology and digitalization in the education
system to reach results in both teaching and learning and business for personal
and economic benefits.

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TEACHING COUNTERPOINT IN AN ONLINE
ENVIRONMENT: EXPERIENCES FROM PRACTICE

This paper discusses the specifics of online Counterpoint lessons held at
the Faculty of Music in Belgrade during the COVID-19 pandemic. The topical-
ity of the research topic is determined by the fact that this issue has not yet been
addressed in our scientific and professional literature. The goal is to point out
the positive and negative effects of teaching in pandemic conditions through
the analysis of the realization of theoretical and practical part of the teach-
ing material. This is especially relevant if one takes into account the centuries-
old development process of Counterpoint, the teaching of which, therefore, is
based on firm methodological principles. However, the change in the working
environment due to the pandemic caused the need to significantly modify the
approach to the subject, which is given special attention in this paper. In addi-
tion, a two-way review of the teaching performance was carried out, by com-
paring its evaluation from the teachers’ and students’ point of view, completed
through a survey. The results of the conducted research, on the one hand, show
the positive effects of teaching in an online environment, manifested through
the application of innovative teaching models and the use of new technologies.
On the other hand, problematic aspects were detected, conditioned by the nec-
essary reduction of the material and different approaches to the organization
of the lesson plan with certain difficulties in using software platforms. Based
on the obtained results and given experiences, it is possible to improve exist-
ing teaching and more successfully prepare for possible crisis challenges in the
future.

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DISTANCE LEARNING OF FOREIGN LANGUAGE
AT BEGINNER'S LEVEL

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DISTANCE LEARNING AND ITS IMPACT ON
INCLUSIVENESS: THE CASE OF SLOVENE
MINORITY SCHOOLS IN ITALY

In the beginning of March 2020, schools in Italy had to introduce distance
learning almost overnight as a response to the outbreak of the coronavirus epidemic.
Italian state-run schools with Slovene as the language of instruction and the Slovene-
Italian bilingual school in Speter (hereinafter Slovene minority schools) had to face
this challenge, as well. The paper presents the results of a mixed model research enti-
tled ,,Distance Learning” that was carried out at the end of the school year 2019/2020
in Slovene minority schools. For the purposes of this paper the authors focused on
the analysis of the answers provided by primary school teaching staff and by parents
of their pupils. Through ad hoc statistical processing and an analysis of quantitative
data the authors tried to establish how distance learning was implemented in minor-
ity schools and what were the particular challenges these schools faced. In particular,
the authors explored what were the experiences of parents in terms of (linguistic) in-
clusion and to what extent were these schools still inclusive towards students whose
language of communication at home was not the minority one. Research findings
suggest that distance learning amplified a series of challenges that minority schools
were facing already before the pandemic (e.g. lack of adequate didactic materials,
digital contents, etc.). Moreover, a general lack of exposure to the minority language
(due to lockdowns) severely impaired the ability of the school to be inclusive towards
children and families that did not use the minority language as at home, suggesting
important implication for policies concerning minority language acquisition.

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THE QUALITY OF EDUCATION DURING
ONLINE TEACHING FROM THE PERSPECTIVE
OF TEACHERS AND PARENTS

After the COVID-19 epidemic was declared in Serbia in 2020, the ed-
ucational process was organized online, either completely or partially. Since
then, professionals have been grappling with the question of whether it was
successful and what the advantages and deficiencies of this type of education
are. To address exactly this question, we organized focus group interviews with
teachers (10 focus groups; 57 teachers from primary and high schools) and
parents of school-age children (12 focus groups; 74 parents with at least one
school-age child) from 12 Serbian cities. The focus group interviews were con-
ducted during 2022 and 2023 and focused on experiences with online teach-
ing. All conversations were recorded, transcribed, and qualitatively analysed.
The results showed that while there were some positive examples, they were
rare and could not compare with all of the negative aspects of online teaching.
Among the most frequent problems were the lack of technical conditions for
both teachers and students, the lack of necessary digital competencies for both
teachers and students, the lack of motivation and concentration mostly for stu-
dents, and unclear instructions from authorities. These findings overlap with
the perspective of parents, but it was evident that teachers offered much more
detail when addressing issues. Parents, on the other hand, were much more
critical when discussing teachers, their competencies, and willingness to work
online. Both teachers and parents agree that online teaching cannot fulfil the
main goals of education. The presented results clearly point to weaknesses re-
lated to online teaching in Serbia and what is missing in order to achieve the
goals of education.

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PERSUASION INSTEAD OF TEACHING:
IMMORALITY OR IGNORANCE?

Nenad N. Ceki¢

In this presentation, the author analyses a specific method of manipu-
lating different language components that, in communication and education,
gets a unique role in crises such as the COVID-19 pandemic. Within public
speaking and the process of education (teaching), discussions that are consid-
ered moral are, in principle, about two different things: 1) about facts (based
on descriptive or ,,cognitive” meaning), and 2) the attitudes (based on the ,af-
fective” component of a separate, ,value” meaning). The author argues that the
outbreak of crisis massively blurs the perception of the boundary between the
transmission of information and knowledge (based on descriptive meaning)
and mere persuasion (based on ,,emotive” meaning), which opens the way to
»redefining” different vital concepts. This semantic manipulation was called by
the famous philosopher Charles Stevenson ,,persuasive definition.” The author
then develops the idea of a ,,reverse persuasive definition” and illustrates it with
the example of the term ,vaccination”. At least for a particular group of people,
this value-neutral concept has acquired a negative connotation during a still
ongoing pandemic crisis. After analysing this example, the author points to the
possibility that careful (,,analytical”) separation of facts from values can reduce
the damage from the propaganda that always lurks in times of crisis.

STUDENTS SELF-REGULATED BEHAVIOUR THROUGH
PARTICIPATION AT EXTRACURRICULAR ACTIVITIES

The Romanian educational system is in perpetual search for the im-
provement of everything that means legislative design, curriculum adaptation,
social integration, modernization of learning spaces, etc., but all these efforts
seem to be too slow for the intellectual evolution of the educated, for the gen-
eration’s inclination towards a fierce technology, or to respond to multiple situ-
ations of school or societal maladjustment. The present research wants to draw
attention to the fact that in addition to formal education, which opens the ho-
rizon of the educated towards a world of knowledge, extracurricular activi-
ties prepare them for integration and adaptation in this world of knowledge.
The educational activities proposed in the framework of the implemented pro-
gram were carried out monthly, except during school vacation periods of the
pupils, and involved the participation of 72 pupils from primary education,
aged between 8-10 years. The hypothesis states that the participation of prima-
ry school pupils in extracurricular activities complementary to school activi-
ties significantly influences the formation and development of self-regulated
school behaviour. Using the Social School Behaviour Scale (SSBS-2) subcom-
ponent, self-regulated behaviour, regarding the analysis of comparisons with
paired samples, between pretest — post-test assessments, significant differenc-
es in self-regulated behaviour are highlighted t=2.620; p<0.02. Analysing the
values of the comparison indices in the case of independent samples as well as
in the case of paired samples, for the experimental sample, we can affirm that
the program of extracurricular activities organized and carried out in the for-
mal space, is effective in terms of improving the pupil’s school behaviour by in-
creasing the degree of collegial interaction.

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ACCELERATED DIGITALIZATION IN THE POST-COVID
ERA AND E-SCIENCE: IS MAN IN THE SERVICE
OF ARTIFICIAL INTELLIGENCE?

During several challenging years of life in the conditions of a global pandemic,
the ways of education and business were changed, by redirecting them to different in-
ternet platforms that became available thanks to accelerated digitization. Thus, formal
education moved to an online, virtual space, and Microsoft Teams was one of the plat-
forms used for this purpose. Another frequently used platform was Google Classroom,
while for online business meetings the absolute record holder in terms of number of
users is the Zoom platform. The Platform for open science was adopted in 2018, in or-
der to promote and implement open access to scientific knowledge, data and results of
scientific research. Accelerated digitalization in the years before the pandemic experi-
enced its culmination during the pandemic, so that this trend would continue in the
post-covid period, with the launch of the eScience information system, with the aim of
unifying the entire scientific production in one place and enabling the evaluation of the
scientific results of institutions, but also digitization of selections for scientists. Is arti-
ficial intelligence still at the service of man, or did man long ago, imperceptibly, move
into its service, feeding it with his, not only personal data, but also creative and intel-
lectual potential to its limits, creating a superior being over whose actions he will lose
control at one point, is a question that is being asked more and more often today. The
United Nations warns that the power of artificial intelligence to serve people is undeni-
able, but so is its ability to increase violations of human rights related to health, educa-
tion, freedom of movement, the right to privacy and other rights. When we talk about
data that is stored in the long term, and it also concerns science, one should be aware
that it can be misused in the future, which could pose serious risks to national security.
The development of artificial intelligence will also affect global changes in the labour
market, so it is very realistic to ask accordingly, whether the teaching and scientific
staft will soon be replaced by programs that will perform tasks better and faster than
the people who created them and supplied them with all the necessary information?
Also, in the field of education, the ChatGPT program available today allows students
to hand over their duties to artificial intelligence, which will very quickly write them
a written assignment, a seminar paper, and possibly a very high-quality doctoral dis-
sertation, which calls into question the survival, expediency and meaning of the entire
future formal education as we know it today.

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SOCIO-CULTURAL APPROACH TO ART EDUCATION DURING
THE COVID-19 PANDEMIC IN THE REPUBLIC OF SERBIA:
A CASE STUDY IN A SECONDARY ART SCHOOL

Using a socio-cultural approach, the main goal of this chapter is to ex-
amine the changes introduced into the teaching of the subject Art History, in-
fluenced by the pandemic in the Republic of Serbia. The specific aim is to ex-
amine the methodological possibilities of interpreting artworks with the use of
new visual media (memes, Minecraft, digital collage etc.) in teaching during
the pandemic. The data was collected through participant observation during
2019/20 (the co-author is a teacher-researcher). During the planning and re-
alisation of online classes, heterogeneity of students’ responses to the assigned
tasks and the level of their engagement were observed. During the evaluation
of classes, students’ narratives about the experience and understanding of dif-
ferent artworks were collected, in order to determine the meanings they gave
to these artworks and their own homework - interpretations of the given art-
works through the prism of the pandemic. The analysis of the narratives and
content analysis of data from Google classrooms shows that the new visuals,
created by the students, become carriers of new meanings that can be valued
as relevant interpretations of artistic heritage. Analysis shows that during the
pandemic, the students’ experience acquired a contextualized expression in
their homework assignments emphasizing their feelings of alienation, isolation
and subjectivity. Learners interpretations of artworks were much more simi-
lar during the pandemic than before it. A high motivation for participating in
class was determined among the students, due to their new media usage skills,
which indicates the expansion of interpretative learning opportunities and art
teaching. Such an interpretation of artistic heritage contributes to the delibera-
tion on teaching art in the post-pandemic education.

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TEACHERS IN THE VORTEX OF THE PANDEMIC

The research was conducted in the fall of 2020, after the experience of
the first state of emergency due to the COVID-19 pandemic and at the be-
ginning of the new school year. The aim is to determine the predictive pow-
er of personality traits, the psychosocial context of the pandemic and work
experience in predicting personal and work burnout. The sample consists of
372 teachers, aged between 23 and 63. Copenhagen Burnout Inventory, Five
Factor Personality Inventory and sociodemographic questionnaire were used.
The Google questionnaire form was ,,enlarged” according to the snowball prin-
ciple. The findings indicated that an average level of burnout is present; that
those respondents having longer working experience, with higher Neuroticism
scores, and lower Extraversion, Openness, Conscientiousness, and Kindness
scores burn out more on a personal level. The model accounts for 26.8% of
the variance of personal burnout, and significant predictors are Neuroticism,
Kindness and years of teaching experience. Information on whether one of
the colleagues was hospitalized due to COVID-19 is a source of differences
in the level of burnout at work. The respondents with longer working experi-
ence, with higher Neuroticism scores, lower Extraversion, Conscientiousness,
and Kindness scores burn out more at work. The model accounts for 19.6% of
the variance of burnout at work, and significant predictors are Neuroticism
and years of teaching experience. The findings suggest the importance of work
on strengthening personal resources, social support, especially among elderly
teachers, taking into account personality traits.

Circumstances caused by the COVID-19 pandemic have posed numer-
ous challenges to the teaching profession, especially in the domain of digital
competencies and ensuring the quality of teaching in a virtual environment.
Digital competencies are an important segment of teachers’ professional devel-
opment and their ability to introduce innovations in teaching practice. One of
the dimensions of teachers’ digital competencies is the ability to create and use
digital teaching materials and online learning tools. The use of digital teach-
ing content has become an inevitable necessity in contemporary education, es-
pecially in the context of achieving interactivity and encouraging student en-
gagement in distance learning. The aim of the paper is to consider the teach-
ers’ digital competence as the basis for enriching educational work by creating
teaching content through technology. The paper is focused on definition and
analysis of the key frameworks of digital competencies, with a particular in-
terpretation of the operational dimension or teachers’ readiness to modernize
the teaching process, which includes the aspects of search, adaptation, crea-
tion, sharing of content and use of digital platforms. As the digital capability of
teachers is a significant indicator of teaching efficiency, it is important to take
measures for continuous improvement of teachers in the field of digitalization
of education.

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ORGANISATIONAL AND DIDACTIC CHALLENGES
IN IMPLEMENTING ONLINE LESSONS AT THE TEACHING
FACULTY OF THE UNIVERSITY OF ZAGREB DURING
THE COVID-19 PANDEMIC

The COVID-19 pandemic has caused a health and educational crisis that
hasimpacted the organization and performance of teaching in higher education,
necessitating a shift from face-to-face instruction to distance learning. This
unprecedented situation has put all stakeholders of the educational system
under great pressure, especially students. During the health crisis, the Faculty of
Teachers at the University of Zagreb conducted its teaching activities remotely
through LMSs. To assess the quality of distance learning in June 2020, a study
was conducted to determine students’ satisfaction with various aspects of the
teaching process. A total of 314 full time and part-time students at the Faculty
participated in the research. Students’ satisfaction was examined in four
areas: organization and performance of classes, quality of teaching content,
evaluation and feedback, and support and availability of information. The study
results suggest that students are generally more satisfied with online teaching.
However, differences were found in the assessment of satisfaction based on
students’ status (full time and part-time). Moreover, the findings reveal the
need for additional teacher education and a more in-depth understanding of
students’ characteristics and predispositions for successful online teaching.

Pandemija COVID-19 izazvala je zdravstvenu i obrazovnu krizu koja je
uticala na organizaciju i u¢inak nastave u visokom obrazovanju, §to je zahteva-
lo prelazak sa nastave licem u lice na obraazovanje na daljinu. Ovakva situacija
bez presedana stavila je sve aktere obrazovnog sistema pod veliki pritisak, po-
sebno studente. Tokom zdravstvene krize, Uciteljski fakultet Sveucilista u Za-
grebu je svoje nastavne aktivnosti izvodio na daljinu preko LMS. Da bi se pro-
cenio kvalitet obrazovanja na daljinu, u junu 2020. godine, sprovedena je stu-
dija kojom se utvrduje zadovoljstvo studenata razli¢itim aspektima nastavnog
procesa. U istrazivanju je ucestvovalo ukupno 314 redovnih i vanrednih stude-
nata Fakulteta. Zadovoljstvo studenata ispitivano je u Cetiri oblasti: organizaci-
ja iizvodenje nastave; kvalitet nastavnog sadrzaja; evaluacija i povratne infor-
macije; podrska i dostupnost informacija. Rezultati studije sugeri$u da su stu-
denti generalno zadovoljniji onlajn nastavom; medutim, utvrdene su razlike u
proceni zadovoljstva na osnovu statusa studenta (redovan i vanredni). Stavise,
nalazi otkrivaju potrebu za dodatnim obrazovanjem nastavnika i dubljim razu-
mevanjem karakteristika studenata i predispozicija za uspe$nu onlajn nastavu.

WE WILL LEARN SOMETHING” - HIGH SCHOOL
STUDENTS ABOUT ONLINE TEACHING AND LEARNING
DURING THE PANDEMIC

Online teaching was the educational system’s response to the COV-
ID-19 pandemic to ensure the continuity of teaching and learning in extraor-
dinary circumstances. The first experiences indicated that the change required
rapid adaptation of all participants in the educational process. A qualitative
study was conducted regarding on characteristics of online teaching and learn-
ing from the perspective of high school students. Four focus groups were or-
ganized with 27 students, aged between 16 and 17 years. A Group Interview
Guide was used with questions about lesson organization, learning resourc-
es, assessment, and teacher behaviour. Group discussions were audio-recorded
and transcribed, and a deductive-inductive thematic analysis was applied to
the data. 14 categories of answers were selected, which were grouped into four
topics: Online teaching as a necessity; Supportive versus non-supportive teacher;
Pandemic style of learning, and Pandemic style of assessment. Teaching in an
online context was demanding for all actors in terms of its organization and
maintaining motivation for learning and during the evaluation of student ac-
tivity and results. Good teachers managed to cope with and support students in
learning. Students were aware of the low quality of acquired knowledge and the
uselessness of high grades that did not correspond to their knowledge. It was
concluded that the teacher is irreplaceable in encouraging students’ cognitive,
social, and emotional engagement in learning.

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HEALTH HABITS OF STUDENTS FROM KOSOVO
AND METOHIJA DURING AN EMERGENCY STATE
DECLARED DUE TO THE COVID-19 PANDEMIC

An emergency state declared by the Republic of Serbia in March 2020,
in order to control the COVID-19 pandemic, significantly changed the grow-
ing up environment for children and adolescents: schools were closed, many
parents worked from home, movement and gatherings were restricted etc. In
order to examine the health habits of primary and secondary school students
during the emergency state, the Serbian Association of Physical Education and
Sport Teachers, in collaboration with the Institute for the Improvement of Ed-
ucation, conducted a national online survey that included 4097 participants,
out of which 591 were from Kosovo and Metohija. For data collection, selected
questions from the HBSC questionnaire were used. Data were analysed by de-
scriptive statistics, and regional differences were tested by the Chi-square test.
In comparison to peers from other regions, students from Kosovo and Meto-
hija schools: 1) assessed their own health more favourably (p = 0,00); 2) were
more satisfied with their life (p = 0,00); 3) had fewer health complaints (p =
0,00); 4) were more physically active (p = 0,00), and 5) had less screen time (p
= 0,00). Despite a number of everyday challenges, they showed high resilience
and more favourable health habits during the emergency state, than peers from
other regions. These initial results require further analysis in order to identify
key protective factors.

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STUDENTS PHYSICAL ACTIVITY
AS A PROTECTIVE FACTOR FOR MENTAL HEALTH
DURING THE COVID-19 PANDEMIC

Dramatic changes to everyday life caused by the COVID-19 outbreak,
put the physical and mental health of children and adolescents to the test
worldwide. In order to prevent the spread of COVID-19, the Republic of Serbia
declared a state of emergency, with particularly restrictive measures like school
and sports facilities closure, curfew, restrictions on public gatherings, manda-
tory mask-wearing etc. put in force during March-April of 2020. In that period,
the Serbian Association of Physical Education and Sports Teachers, in collabo-
ration with the Institute for the Improvement of Education, conducted the na-
tional online survey in order to examine health behaviours of primary and sec-
ondary school students. The sample included 4097 participants. The data con-
cerning physical activity and mental health indicators (life satisfaction, self-
rated health, health complaints) were collected by the HBSC questionnaire.
Descriptive statistics were employed for data analysis. Significant differences
(p = .00) were identified between students with different physical activity lev-
els in all mental health indicators, in favour of more active students. The most
positive results were observed among students who were physically active on a
daily basis. It can be concluded that under emergency circumstances, everyday
physical activity for children and youth should be provided, in order to protect
their mental health.

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THE NEGATIVE IMPACT OF THE COVID-19 PANDEMIC
ON THE EMERGENCE OF CONSPIRACY THEORIES

The research subject of the paper is the analysis of the impact of the
COVID-19 pandemic on the emergence of conspiracy theories. There are two
conflicting views on the validity of ,,conspiracy theories”. The first one ap-
proaches these ,theories” uncritically, considering them absolute truths. Op-
posite to it is the overly critical attitude that sees ,,conspiracy theories” as a
product of human imagination. The phenomenon of ,,conspiracy theory” has
a pejorative character and mostly appeared in media captions during the pan-
demic, spreading additional fear and panic. The aim of this paper is to theoreti-
cally determine the phenomenon of conspiracy theory, its elements and causal
links with the COVID-19 pandemic. The main hypothesis in the paper is that
the coronavirus pandemic is the main generator of the so-called ,,new conspir-
acy theories” that focused on several sensitive topics: migration, the vaccina-
tion issue, the influence of world elites, 5G networks, etc. The paper will use
the method of content analysis, with special reference to the narratives of ex-
tremists who used the phenomenon of ,,conspiracy theory” to propagate their
ideological views. The conclusion is that there was an intensification of con-
spiracy theories during the pandemic, precisely because of the man’s need to
create a sense of semblance of control and supremacy over the uncertainty of
the pandemic.

In this paper, the acquisition of electrical and software engineering vo-
cabulary has been investigated by applying ICT during the COVID pandemics
and in the post-COVID period. Additionally, general motivation of electrical
engineering and software engineering students for learning English for Spe-
cific Purposes (ESP) have also been explored. The investigation included three
groups of students: 1. The first-year students of General Electrical Engineering
(N=600), aged from 19 to 20 (M=19,5; SD=0,5), 2. The first-year students of
Software Engineering, aged from 19 to 20 (M=19,5; SD=0,5), 3. The second-
and third-year students from seven departments (N=300) aged from 20 to 22
(M=21; SD=0,66). The following instruments have been used: 1. vocabulary
acquisition tests modeled by consolidation of Grice’s theory and pragmatics-
based Relevance Theory, 2. computerized mini AMTB batteries of tests, 3. Lik-
kert summated scale, and 4. semantic differential. The collected data have been
processed by means of the descriptive statistics and correlation analysis. Pre-
liminary results indicate that the general motivation of the first-year students
was lower compared to the second-year students. Likewise, the achievement
of the first-year students is lower compared to the second- and third-year stu-
dents. Based on preliminary observations, it has been shown that ICT has not
significantly increased the achievement in the domain of vocabulary acquisi-
tion of the Electrical and Software Engineering registers either during or after
the pandemic.

The establishment of Learning Outcomes (LO) motivated changes in di-
verse educational areas and set the ground for the application and evaluation
of different methodologies. Scholars with different backgrounds have agreed
on the function of music education in the promotion of democratic societies.
Particularly in contexts in which social interaction is limited (as in COVID-19
pandemic situation), the impact of raising-awareness’ initiatives is harmed, in-
creasing the need for activities that prevent and address discriminatory prac-
tices. Considering the relative absence of materials for Higher Education (HE)
that are based on under-represented groups’ musical traditions, this study’s
main aim is to explore the possibilities ensured by the Artistic Research Meth-
odology (ARM) for the development of teaching and learning approaches that
incorporates marginalized musical knowledge. In this direction, the following
investigation employs the Qualitative Document Analysis (QDA) methodol-
ogy to identify, examine and select scientific materials that can background
the developed discussions. The conclusions suggest that the application of the
ARM in music HE contexts can lead to the establishment of methods that are
able to contribute to social emancipation, deal with the challenges enforced by
the necessity of online educational environments and reach appropriate Learn-
ing Outcomes.

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ATTENTION OF DISTANCE LEARNING DURING
PANDEMIC COVID-19: SOCIAL EXPERIMENT WITH

The pandemic of the COVID-19 virus has brought many changes in
the usual patterns of living and behaviour of people around the world: chang-
es in the way of communication (shifting to online communication), changes
in the way of working (working from home), more rigorous protection meas-
ures when shopping or travelling, changes in the way of education (transition
to distance learning). Regardless of the fact that online teaching has certain ad-
vantages (it is possible to include students and professors in different parts of
the world), it can hardly replace the classical form of teaching. The main dis-
advantage is that the involvement of students is often not at a satisfactory level.
This paper researches the method of detecting students’ attention during on-
line learning based on monitoring eyes and face tracking. The analysis of the
face, eyes, and the probability of eye opening, enable the detection of the level
of students’ visual attention. The paper proposes a system that detects the vis-
ual attention of students by using a smartphones’ camera. Afterwards we ex-
posed the experimental results obtained by using this system during the COV-
ID-19 pandemic. The experiment was conducted on a sample of 30 students.
Of the six variables with which we measured the external manifestation of at-
tention of students, five variables exposed statistically significant difference be-
tween the experimental and control group of students. It was found that there
is a relationship between the visual monitoring of online teaching and the level
of achievement after the lecture.

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RESILIENCE AS A PERCEIVED STRESS MODIFIER
IN YOUTH IN THE FIRST WAVE OF THE COVID-19 PANDEMIC

The psychological situation of children and adolescents in the COV-
ID-19 pandemic was impacted by new life circumstances and challenges. The
goal of our research was to check whether mental resilience and psychologi-
cal flexibility coexist with the emotional state of adolescents during the period
of social isolation in this time. The research design involved 2 measurement
points: in September 2019 and in June 2020. Participants were adolescents
of high school (n=91) aged 15-17 years in the great city in southern Poland.
Measurement tools were: Polish Resiliency Scale for Children and Adolescents
(SPP-18); Acceptance and Action Questionnaire-II (AAQ-II); Psychological
Stress Scale (PSS-10). The model of interdependence proposed and verified
in statistical analyses predict the intensity of experienced stress F(4, 26)=8,02
;p<0,001. Significant predictors of perceived stress turned out to be general
mental resilience, optimistic attitude and energy (dimensions of mental resil-
ience) and negatively — acceptance and action (the dimension of flexibility).
Obtained research results showed the necessity to empower resilience and op-
timism in young people and are in line with many other international findings
from the first wave of the COVID-19 pandemic.

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PUBLIC DISCOURSE POLICY AND EDUCATION DURING
THE COVID-19 PANDEMIC

The COVID-19 pandemic represents a new reality that the world has
faced, and its effects have been reflected in all segments of the state and society.
The education system, as one of the most important systems, faced numerous
problems during the pandemic, both within its own organizational and func-
tional structure, and in relation to other systems. In this paper, we deal with the
relationship between education and mass communication media, with focus
on the politics of public discourse. Basic definitions and knowledge about the
mentioned systems are explained in the first part of the paper. We believe that
defining public discourse is one of the most important aspects of social pow-
er. If we bear in mind that today generations of young people are formed un-
der the influence of the media, we will be able to understand their importance,
but also the potential for abuse. In this context, we dedicate the second part of
the paper to media propaganda as a planned activity of shaping and spreading,
primarily political content. The purpose of such propaganda lies in the need to
win over people and support, but also to create social relations, usually with-
out leaving the possibility to challenge it. Therefore, the goal of the research is
a scientific explanation of the cause-and-effect relationship between the media
and education, with a special focus on decoding the negative effects of the me-
dia on education, which we have explained with the term media propaganda.
Recognizing negative influences on education enables the problem to be seen
and facilitates the creation of educational policies and preventive action aimed
at protecting the educational system.

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FUNCTIONAL ELEMENTS/FRAMEWORK FOR IMPROVING
THE QUALITY OF THE HYBRID TEACHING MODEL
IN PRIMARY EDUCATION

During the pandemic, work in primary education in the Republic of Ser-
bia was significantly changed and for the first time a hybrid teaching model
based on distance learning technologies was systematically applied. Based on
the practice at the time, the significant advantages of this model were used in
extraordinary circumstances, but at the same time the shortcomings at the lev-
el of the system for its high-quality application were also recognized. The pur-
pose of the paper is to provide an overview of the legal basis for the application
of distance education technologies in basic education, to qualitatively analyse
the educational policy in that domain and, based on the analysis of documents
and the experience of application during the pandemic, to review the func-
tional elements/framework for improving the quality of the hybrid teaching
model. The results show that in order to improve the hybrid teaching model,
it is necessary to improve the infrastructure, invest in national educational re-
sources, in human resources. In order to ensure the quality of the hybrid teach-
ing model, it is necessary to apply the criteria of the availability of educational
resources.

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EMERGENCY REMOTE TEACHING DURING COVID-19
PANDEMIC: ETHICAL DILEMMAS AND RESEARCH RESULTS
FROM THE PERSPECTIVE OF THE FOUNDATIONS OF TEACHER
EDUCATION STUDY PROGRAMMES

The conditions of emergency remote teaching (ERT) during COVID-19
pandemic in study programmes for the education of future teachers raise spe-
cific questions arising from the fact that in addition to providing a range of dis-
ciplinary knowledge, a fundamental goal of pedagogical study programmes is
the acquisition of pedagogical and psychological knowledge and skills which
students develop primarily in direct contact with professors, assistants, and
other students. In the quantitative empirical research, which included a repre-
sentative sample of students from the University of Ljubljana Faculty of Educa-
tion in Slovenia, we obtained data of their perceptions and understanding on
the conditions and implementation of study programmes via emergency re-
mote teaching. The areas of study have been grouped into four sections: 1) the
material conditions for study, 2) the pedagogical process in ERT, 3) the ethics
of the rules of performance and assessment, and 4) the academic community.
Based on the analysis of the results of the four study areas, it can be summed
up in general terms that the success of students in their studies depends on the
appropriate technical conditions and environment; that rapid transitions from
one type of a study to another (from ERT to hybrid or entirely at the faculty)
is not recommended; that the study process was ongoing during the pandem-
ic and the delivery of the teaching process was based on the concept of face-
to-face delivery, partly adapting to different conditions; and that the desire for
comfort has entered into the judgement of the quality and fairness of the deliv-
ery. Higher education teachers should be aware that, compared to the criteria
of equity and quality in education, the provision of convenience or comfort is
not an adequate reason to maintain on-line delivery of courses.

THE EFFECTS OF TEACHING MUSIC CULTURE
AT THE FACULTIES OF EDUCATION DURING
THE COVID-19 PANDEMIC

We are witnessing changes in education caused by the COVID-19 pan-
demic. Through the experiences of the Faculty of Education students, using the
quantitative method and surveying technique, with this work, we looked at the
ways of performing and the effects of teaching in the field of music adjusted to
the working conditions during the pandemic. Analysing the study programs of
graduated teachers of the faculties in Belgrade, Sombor, Vranje and Jagodina,
whose students form the sample of this research, we learn that Vocal Instru-
mental Teaching or Fundamentals of Musical Culture are the courses focused
on musical literacy at the Faculties of Education. The study results showed that
most students attended the online or combined teaching model through these
courses. One of their requirements was to improve the playing skill of a melod-
ic-harmonic instrument. In this field of work, the students pointed out the dif-
ficulties during the realization of the teaching. That was the cause why teach-
ing focused on learning theoretical concepts of music. We have seen the long-
term effects of this teaching model through the students’ competencies study-
ing the courses Methodology of teaching music culture 1 and 2 two years later.
Although they mostly have positive experiences from praxis, students point
out that there exists a need for more classes or a different approach to teach-
ing playing a musical instrument. This research gives us insight into the effects
of the online teaching model. Also, it opens new topics which will help us im-
prove the teaching process in the online environment.

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EXPERIENCES AND LESSONS FROM ONLINE TEACHING
A GROUP OF MUSIC SUBJECTS DURING THE PANDEMIC
COVID-19 AT THE FACULTY OF EDUCATION - SKOPJE

The Covid 19 initiated the replacement of classical with online teaching
in education in the RN Macedonia. The educational system faced challenges
and uncertainties in organising and implementing online teaching since Mac-
edonia does not have a developed information infrastructure, especially in ru-
ral areas. This research was initiated to detect the problems and improve online
teaching at the Faculty of Pedagogy ,,St. Kliment Ohridski” UKIM in Skopje.
The case study examined the Turkish students’ (N14) attitudes about studying
the group of music subjects (The fundamentals of music art education with
music instruments, Music art education with didactics, and Creative music
workshop). Data was collected through semi-structured interview questions
and was processed through content analysis. Results show the benefits in terms
of cost reduction for transport and living expenses (100%), ability to re-watch
recorded lectures, presentations and video materials (71%). The disadvantages
are insufficient socialisation, interaction and communication (78%), opportu-
nity to do an internship (100%). The respondents had problems in playing the
keyboards (42%), rhythm-timing (36%), and intonation on recorder (36%). As
a result, teachers and students should undergo training on innovative technol-
ogy for developing music software and special programs for a virtual intern-
ship in school classes.

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LA EDUCACION HIBRIDA UNIVERSITARIA DURANTE
LA PANDEMIA

La COVID-19 ha influido mucho en todas las esferas de la sociedad, el
sistema educativo no es la excepcion. El sistema educativo durante la pande-
mia tuvo muchos retos por afrontar, uno de los principales fue la forma de dar
las clases. El andlisis de la educacion hibrida universitaria durante la pandemia
de COVID-19 como parte de una investigacion tedrica para mejorar la edu-
cacion contemporanea representa el objetivo de la investigacion de este traba-
jo. El contenido de este trabajo ofrece la presentacion de las caracteristicas de
la educacion hibrida, sus ventajas, pero también y las desventajas que podrian
surgir durante la ensefianza. El objetivo cientifico principal quiere poner la
base para las futuras investigaciones para poder servir como la base del futuro
manual sobre la educacion. Los primeros resultados demuestran que la forma
de educacion online durante la pandemia de COVID-19 dio una continuidad
en el trabajo del profesor, no habia tardanzas i todo podia seguir normalmen-
te. La forma de educacién mencionada contribuyé mucho al objetivo princi-
pal de esa época: mantener la salud colectiva, como también poder seguir con
ese concreto ano académico. Hay que destacar que la educacion online en Ser-
bia obtuvo su mayor expansion durante la pandemia y se convirtié en nueva
normalidad. Hoy la educacién online forma parte de la educacion hibrida. La
educacion hibrida forma un conjunto de dos factores: la ensefianza presencial
y la ensefianza online.

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ADVANTAGES AND DISADVANTAGES OF THE USE OF
DIGITAL TECHNOLOGIES IN SECONDARY EDUCATION
DURING THE COVID-19 PANDEMIC, WITH SPECIAL
REVIEW TO THE TEACHING OF SOCIOLOGY

Teachers accustomed to traditional teaching found themselves in a prob-
lem when they switched to online teaching urgently, so the problem of this pa-
per is the transition from traditional to online teaching and the participants’
managing in that process. The aim of the work is to determine the advantag-
es and disadvantages of using digital technologies and to analyse the most fa-
vourable ICT resources in the teaching of sociology. The method used in this
research is an online questionnaire using a Google questionnaire, conducted
on third and fourth grade students in secondary vocational schools. The ques-
tionnaire was conducted in the second half of May and the first half of June of
the 2021/2022 school year, over 588 students. The sample type was nubbly. The
research included the broader context of teaching sociology in secondary vo-
cational schools during the COVID-19 pandemic, and this paper will present
one part: which advantages and disadvantages students pointed out, and which
resources are the most suitable ones for teaching sociology. The results showed
that the largest number of respondents cite excess free time as an advantage,
and the fact that they do not travel to school, while bad internet, lack of moti-
vation and concentration stand out as disadvantages. The results also showed
that Google classroom, Viber and Google meet were the most widely used re-
sources in the teaching of sociology. Based on the obtained results, it can be
concluded that the respondents have different attitudes regarding the delivery
of sociology classes online, but also that there are shortcomings. Therefore, af-
ter the pandemic, it is necessary to carry out detailed research, analysis and use
the acquired experience to eliminate them.

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TEACHER EDUCATION PRAXIS
AT THE TIME OF THE COVID-19 PANDEMIC

Pedagogy is the basis of teacher education as it provides insights into the
most relevant and effective practices for different educational contexts. Thus
teacher training heavily relies on praxis as a crucial aspect of preservice teach-
ers’ preparation for the pedagogical role. The sudden transfer to emergency re-
mote teaching during the COVID-19 pandemic posed numerous obstacles to
education systems worldwide, with praxis faced with one of the most critical
impediments to overcome. This paper aims to present the experience of con-
ducting preservice teachers’ praxis under the newly imposed conditions, with
a focus on a small group of students attending the English Language Mod-
ule (ELM) of the Teacher Education Faculty in Belgrade. Using the descriptive
method, the authors analyse international ELT video lessons for preschoolers
available on the Internet, the English language TV-lessons for primary school
provided by the Radio Television of Serbia and its portal Moja skola, as well as
the National English language syllabuses for the first cycle of primary educa-
tion and syllabuses of two academic ELM courses. These materials were the ba-
sis for ELM students’ preparation for and fulfilment of praxis activities, aimed
at keeping continuity in their bilingual professional training. The results of the
analysis and students’ practical experience indicate that conducting praxis is
sustainable even under limiting conditions, which enabled further training of
the said preschool and primary school teachers for English language teaching.

The consequences of the pandemic caused by COVID-19 affected all
social spheres, including higher education. Under such circumstances, it was
necessary to react quickly in order to successfully implement the started pro-
cesses. Educational institutions are starting to implement distance learning as
a dominant form of communication in the educational system. The interaction
between the teachers and the students in the lesson was carried out synchro-
nously, asynchronously, as is the case in this Chinese department for the Ser-
bian language, or, on the other hand, with a hybrid learning model. The im-
portance of this study is reflected in determining and analysing the advantages
and disadvantages of online teaching of Serbian as a foreign language (L2) and
its further application in the education system. It will be presented what are
the positive and negative characteristics of distance learning in order to clearly
determine its theoretical framework in future studies, which provides benefits
to all levels of education. This research is based on many years of experience
in working with students and the results of examining their attitudes when it
comes to online teaching of a foreign language, thus facilitating participation
in the educational process for future lecturers. Based on the above, conclusions
were drawn as to which type of teaching would be the most suitable in accord-
ance with unforeseen circumstances and the development of modern technol-
ogies, and as a result of this study is the hybrid model of learning which will be
additionally explained.

TEACHERS' PERCEPTION OF ONLINE ENGLISH TEACHING
IN GRADES 5-8 OF PRIMARY SCHOOL DURING THE
COVID-19 PANDEMIC

The COVID-19 pandemic caused a crisis that required teachers’ and stu-
dents’ unplanned adaptation to new teaching circumstances. This research pre-
sents challenges and issues teachers encountered and observed in online class-
es during the pandemic. It also aims to suggest potential solutions to prevent a
recurrence of the problems and use their benefits in the future. Teachers from
primary schools filled out the questionnaire by sharing their experiences and
observations about the effects and feasibility of online classes during the pan-
demic. The findings led us to conclude that online classes were challenging for
teachers. However, they provided an opportunity for teachers to recognize the
disadvantages and warn about the existing problems. Based on their observa-
tions and experiences, teachers suggested solutions that could improve the effi-
cacy of online teaching as a supplementary teaching method in regular educa-
tional settings and a stand-alone teaching practice when necessary, as was the
case during the COVID-19 pandemic.

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»THIS SCHOOL YEAR IS VERY DIFFERENT”: THEMATIC
ANALYSIS OF THE NARRATIVES OF THE 5TH GRADE PRIMARY
SCHOOL PUPILS IN SERBIA DURING THE COVID-19 PANDEMIC

The work is part of a wider research that was conducted in order to ex-
amine the advantages and disadvantages of organizing classes in the Repub-
lic of Serbia during the pandemic COVID-19. The goal of the work was to
explore the experiences of the fifth-grade primary school pupils in changed
schooling conditions, by writing letters to peers from another country
where classes are just starting according to the changed model. Narratives
were collected during the first semester of 2020/21 from 100 fifth-grade
pupils (60 girls and 40 boys). The thematic analysis separated two central
themes: the experience of change in education (class divided into groups,
shortened classes, use of digital platforms) and advice for compliance with
the epidemiological measures (physical distance, masks, disinfection). The
pupils showed a high level of respect for the epidemiological measures and
a sense of responsibility for the health of other people, which is in line with
the previous research. By accepting learning platforms through a blended
learning model, digital learning is gaining more and more space in the tra-
ditional educational model. The obtained findings can be seen as contribut-
ing to a better understanding of this issue and predicting the measures for
the most efficient teaching organization.

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STUDENT SOLIDARITY DURING THE COVID-19
PANDEMIC: CASE STUDY

After the state of emergency was introduced in the Republic of Serbia
in mid-March 2020, which suspended class attendance at faculties, as well as
within other educational institutions, it was necessary to find ways to contin-
ue the educational process in order to successfully complete the academic and
school year. In addition to the changed way of working, the way of functioning
among the student population in terms of cooperation and socializing was also
changed. The aim of this research is to indicate how the COVID-19 pandemic
affected the way of communication among students at the Faculty of Philology
in Belgrade and the Faculty of Philosophy in Novi Sad who attended courses
related to the contemporary Spanish language. We seek to determine whether
students have developed new ways of sharing study materials, scripts or notes
since the teaching did not take place in the classroom. For the purpose of the
research, a qualitative research method, a case study, was applied, and the data
collection methods were an online survey and a critical analysis of students’
written discourse. The corpus consisted of all surveys collected electronically,
as well as the interpretation of student responses. The results of the research
showed that there was a high level of solidarity among students, and that the
most common ways of communication and exchange of information, study
materials and notes were the Moodle platform, email and student groups on
the WhatsApp mobile application. As for the implications for future practice,
we consider it necessary to highlight the importance of online solidarity and
collaboration to students at the beginning of each academic year.

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ABUSE OF CHILD LABOUR AS A CONSEQUENCE OF THE
IMPACT OF COVID-19 ON SOCIAL AND ECONOMIC FLOWS

In this paper, the authors analyse the impact of the COVID-19 pandem-
ic on specific social and economic factors that contribute to the increase and
abuse of child labour. Special emphasis is placed on the pandemic’s impact on
education and the rise of global poverty. The fact is that the COVID-19 pan-
demic has dragged the world into the largest economic crisis in terms of scope
and scale so far and has significantly contributed to the worsening of the abuse
of child labour in practice. On the other hand, isolation measures to suppress
the transmission of the virus, such as quarantines and physical distancing, have
also led to major global disruptions in education due to the lack of distance
learning solutions. These circumstances have both short-term and long-term
adverse implications. It is undeniable that this will have a greater impact on
more vulnerable groups, who are more likely to drop out of education. The au-
thors base their conclusion on reports from relevant international organiza-
tions that deal with the state of human rights, which show that the social and
economic benefits of eliminating child labour are about seven times greater
than the costs invested in eliminating it. The successful elimination of child la-
bour requires efforts to simultaneously address the complex supply and ,,push”
factors of child labour. While facing this challenge, we must remember that ed-
ucation is a key factor for a wide range of positive personal, social, economic,
and other benefits.

EDUCATION AND EMPLOYMENT OF YOUTH

The end of 2019 was followed by an unexpected prologue which had its
closure when the virus SARS-COV-2 began to ravage the world, putting mil-
lions of people’s lives in danger. Apart from the serious health crisis that it
caused, coronavirus disease devastated normal social flows and led to radical
changes in all fields of human work and activity.

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EFFECTS OF THE COVID-19 PANDEMIC ON ACADEMIC
MOTIVATION AND KNOWLEDGE GAP OF GIFTED
SECONDARY SCHOOL STUDENTS IN SERBIA

This study aimed to explore teachers’ and gifted students’ perspectives on
the changes in academic motivation and school knowledge during the COV-
ID-19 pandemic. It is part of the broader qualitative study about the effects of
the pandemic on schooling in regional countries. Semi-structured interviews
were conducted with 11 gifted secondary school students and their teachers
(eight of them). A topic guide was designed, covering various themes related
to students’ school and out-of-school life during the pandemic. Teachers did
not recognize significant changes in gifted students’ academic motivation and
their acquired knowledge. Students predominantly reported a decrease in their
academic motivation and described negative effects on school knowledge (e.g.
working less, postponement of school competitions), while some pointed out
that they learnt more or they learnt in more convenient conditions. However,
some students more often observed an increase in the knowledge and compe-
tencies unrelated to the school curriculum. Typically, these students stressed
more free time for developing their specific interests as the positive side of the
pandemic. Our results suggest that gifted students vary in the level of self-reg-
ulation and that teachers tend to overlook gifted students’ academic needs in
times of the crisis and provide those who are less self-regulated with adequate
support.

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EDUCATIONAL CHALLENGES IN UNIVERSITY STUDENT
POPULATION DURING COVID-19 CRISIS

COVID-19 made digital skills mandatory for new knowledge adoption.
After 3 years, an entire generation studies online. The importance of defining
the challenges is specifically visible in student satisfaction and knowledge use.
Our March 2023 sample consisted of 45 University of Belgrade students (33 fe-
male and 12 male), with 75.6% of third year students. 10 questions survey cre-
ated for this research was sent to participants. Main goal was to screen their ex-
periences in an online classroom and learning in a new setting. Results showed
that 44 students had at least one completely online course. Professor creativity
was averagely graded 3.4, while exam completion was not negatively impacted
for 85%. For 91%, there were no greater connection issues. Math related classes
were most challenging (for 38%), followed by professional courses, languages
and tech skills as least challenging. Home environment for learning purposes
is seen as adequate with 2.47 grade equivalent for good conditions. However,
main implications are related to an impression that online tutoring is inad-
equate (20 students), not having retention effect (20 students) and confusing
(5 students). These results could be understood as a validation of large studies
which have shown that modern methods are of significant importance (Lean,
gamification, role play, flipped classroom etc.) and that communication ap-
proach towards students is the key.

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TEACHING IN AN ONLINE ENVIRONMENT DURING
THE COVID-19 PANDEMIC IN THE REPUBLIC OF SERBIA:
PARENTS’ OPINION

Parents inevitably meet ever-increasing requirements when it comes
to the process of modern education of their children, especially in the condi-
tions during the COVID-19 pandemic, when additional engagement of not
only teachers, but also of schools and educational policy-makers was required
in order to achieve positive effects in students’ education. Therefore, the aim
of the paper is to analyse the opinion of parents of students in secondary and
vocational schools regarding the classes held in an online environment during
the COVID-19 pandemic in Serbia. The parents filled out a questionnaire (it
contained closed and open-ended questions) which was designed for the pur-
pose of the research. The questionnaire was created in the online tool Google
Forms. Quantitative and qualitative methodology was applied. The results in-
dicate that vast majority of parents had adequate resources (technical) to re-
alise this type of teaching, almost half of them sometimes (once or twice a
week) actively participated in their children’s online teaching, i.e. helped their
children respond to the requirements. Overall, more than two-third of parents
believe that online teaching was insufficiently focused and not good enough
compared to traditional teaching. Furthermore, the parents’ emphasis that the
school subjects belonging to natural sciences were particularly demanding for
their children during online classes. Based on the research results, it can be
concluded that it is necessary to underline the role and importance of parents
in various aspects of the teaching process as a whole, and also to indicate that
it is necessary to consider in more detail which aspects of the cooperation be-
tween parents and schools posed considerable challenges.

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THE EFFICIENCY OF IN-CLASSROOM FLIPPED
CLASSROOM APPROACH IN ELEMENTARY
MATHEMATICS AND PHYSIC

The flipped learning approach gained new momentum during the
pandemic. In flipped learning, the individual learning phase occurs before
the group phase. Studies report a small positive impact on pupils’ achieve-
ment in STEM. The goal of this study is to empirically evaluate flipped ma-
terials i.e., video lectures developed as part of a project on machine trans-
lation of open educational resources. Sixty video lectures were evaluated in
schools, half of them in mathematics courses and the other half in physics
courses on a sample of 100 primary school pupils aged 12 to 14. The selected
video lectures met high-quality standards, including machine translatabil-
ity. Three flipped classroom approaches (traditional, H5P, and in-classroom
video) were used. Results show a moderate to a strong positive impact on
student knowledge. There is a significant difference in impact by approach,
with the approach of playing the video at the beginning of the lesson be-
ing preferred. The results are consistent with several other studies that in-
dicate lower levels of pupil activity in the traditional flipped classroom. The
main problem with using flipped learning is the high workload for teachers
in selecting/creating learning materials. Therefore, we additionally present
a taxonomy of video lectures inspired by Bloom’s taxonomy and a tool for
teachers to evaluate the selected videos to alleviate this problem.

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THE COVID-19 PANDEMIC: MORAL EUTHANASIA
OR THE NEED FOR MORAL EDUCATION?

If morality were higher, many problems would be simpler to solve, and
some would no longer exist. Can the occurrence of natural disasters or the
creation of man-made hazards substantiate this claim regarding the signifi-
cance of moral contemplation and moral behaviour in contemporary man, or
do disasters merely serve as extreme evidence of the death of morality? There
is no doubt that no intellectually grounded life can exist without the develop-
ment and nurturing of a person’s moral values. However, facing challenges in
extreme situations, such as pandemics, demonstrates that moral values are not
only essential for survival in such circumstances but frequently represent the
only viable solution for human survival. In this presentation, we will emphasise
the significance of moral education in the earliest stages of a student’s educa-
tion as one of the fundamental aims of school systems, which, in an era of risks
and natural and man-made disasters, should be an integral part of the educa-
tional curriculum.

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COMPETENCIES AS PART OF DISTANCE EDUCATION -
OPINION RESEARCH OF HIGH SCHOOL STUDENTS
IN BELGRADE

The study was created as part of the Sociology Competition for high
school students in the school year 2020-21, during the COVID-19 pandemic
and it won first place in the national competition. Considering the situation
in which all stakeholders of the education system in Serbia found themselves,
the aim of this research is to examine the opinions of high school students on
the competencies necessary for active participation in distance education. The
study was conducted by means of a survey which included 155 3rd and 4th
grade students of two economics schools in Belgrade. Analysis of legal regu-
lations showed that current primary and secondary education relies on com-
petencies and the analysis of acquired data shows that students do not equally
evaluate the competencies being examined (0.6-76.7%) in regard of their im-
portance for the process of distance education. It also shows that digital com-
petencies, communication and organization skills are viewed as having crucial
impact on the readiness of students to participate in distance education. The
correlation observed between the importance and the competence acquisition
degree is almost throughout the entire survey statistically absolutely crucial,
but the participants in the survey rated the acquisition of competencies with
lower grades (0.6-54.8%). Of all the independent variables that were applied
in the research (gender, grade, school performance, experience in using plat-
forms) only grade, (i.e. the level of education) showed a discrepancy in opin-
ions, regarding the importance of competencies for active participation in dis-
tance education (p<0.05). Most graduates rate individual competencies as cru-
cial for education.

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SYSTEMIC SUPPORT TO PROFESSIONAL DEVELOPMENT
OF SCHOOL PRINCIPALS IN THE REPUBLIC OF SERBIA

In accordance with the key documents that regulate the professional de-
velopment of school principals in Serbia, a training program was designed in
2018 in order to improve their competencies and prepare them for passing The
License Exam for Principal of Educational Institution. The training program is
implemented by the National Institute for Improvement of Education. The aim
of the paper is to point out the contribution of this system support through the
analysis of the content of the training, the methods of learning and the results
of the training implementation so far, with an emphasis on adapting train-
ing on COVID-19 pandemic conditions. The program contents are organized
around topics that cover all standards of competencies and thus provide sup-
port to principals to accomplish tasks within their most important roles, peda-
gogical leader and manager. The special quality of the program is that the du-
ration of the training is adapted to the work experience and education of the
participants, as well as to the results of the evaluation of the institution’s work.
Therefore, the length of training varies from 2 to 13 days, while for the most of
participants training lasts 13 days. The learning takes place in groups (face-to-
face and online) and individually (only distance learning), which ensures the
exchange of experiences of the participants, as well as respect for individual
differences and interests. During the pandemic, the training was adapted, so 2
days were realized interactively, and 2 days on distant instead of 4 interactive
days. Thus, the duration of online learning was extended from 9 to 11 days.
Despite the difficult conditions caused by the COVID-19 pandemic, a signifi-
cant number of principals were included in the training and their evaluation of
the training is very high (3.85 on a scale of 1 to 4). According to data from the
Ministry of Education, 108 of pre-school principals and 1322 of school prin-
cipals have completed the training so far, while 773 of principals have passed
the license exam. Future research should focus on the causes of low exam pass-
ing rates.

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THE FAMILY AS AN AGENT OF SOCIALIZATION
DURING THE COVID-19 PANDEMIC

We are witnessing a change that in the last three years has left numerous
negative consequences on all spheres of society, especially on the family as the
basic unit of society. Faced with numerous challenges and problems, the family
was forced to adapt its functions to a new way of life and work. It is especially
important to consider the function of raising children in conditions of confine-
ment, isolation and forced digitization of education. The fact is that the educa-
tional function of the family during the pandemic became even more complex,
delicate and significant because children spent all their time in the family, di-
rected only to the closest family members with whom relations became more
intense than ever before. The aim of this paper is to summarize several previ-
ous works and research on this issue, as well as to try to answer the question
of whether the pandemic left positive or negative consequences for the family
upbringing of children. Various authors advocate different views on how the
pandemic has affected family relationships, mostly emphasizing that the con-
sequences are twofold: bringing closer and intensifying interactions in fami-
lies that are normally close, but also to the growth of tensions in dysfunctional
families. This work will present a questioning of these points of view, and the
results of the work will certainly serve as a basis for some new research on fam-
ily upbringing of children in the coming period.

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ATTITUDES OF PRIMARY AND SECONDARY SCHOOL
COMPUTER SCIENCE TEACHERS TOWARD ONLINE
TEACHING DURING THE COVID-19 PANDEMIC

The COVID-19 pandemic put online and distance teaching in the fore-
ground, which differs significantly from classroom teaching. This paper aimed
to determine and compare opinions about online teaching in the Republic of
Srpska during the first wave of the COVID-19 pandemic from the perspective
of computer science teachers. The sample included 128 teachers (68% female),
of which 53.91% were in primary schools. We created a questionnaire for the
research and applied it in the online form. The research results showed that
the level of competence of teachers for the application of ICT in online teach-
ing, and the difficulties and needs that arose during online teaching, differ sig-
nificantly from the socio-pedagogical characteristics of teachers (age, gender,
years of service, level of education, type of settlement). Based on obtained re-
sults, one can conclude that there is a necessity to make a step forward to fur-
therly develop the teacher competencies and resources for new professional
challenges, as well as in terms of guiding and empowering teachers for a more
active role in the process of student education in online teaching conditions.
According to teachers, the most prominent shortcoming of online teaching is
the need for more direct contact with students. The greatest need in the future
is to adapt the curriculum to the online teaching requirements.

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FAMILY EDUCATION AND CULTURE DURING THE
COVID-19 PANDEMIC IN KOSOVSKA MITROVICA
(MARCH 2020-THE END OF 2021)

With the declaration of a pandemic on March 11, 2020 by the World
Health Organization, radical social changes were taking place on a global level,
which left their mark on family and cultural life. The paper discusses the issue
of implementing cultural practices during the COVID-19 pandemic within the
family group. The goal of the research was to determine how cultural practices
were applied in the family during the state of emergency. When we talk about
cultural institutions in Kosovska Mitrovica, after the NATO aggression in 1999
and the division of the city, in the northern part of Kosovska Mitrovica cultural
life takes place in a changed form and reduced scope due to the smaller num-
ber of cultural institutions compared to the pre-war period. The lack of cul-
tural events in the period before 2020 has further deepened with the arrival of
the pandemic. The research method, the interview technique, was applied in
the paper, and the sample consists of ten mothers of primary school-aged chil-
dren. The research was conducted in the territory of the municipality of Ko-
sovska Mitrovica in April 2023. The main hypothesis refers to the lack of cul-
tural events and activities for children during the COVID-19 pandemic in Ko-
sovska Mitrovica, whereby it is assumed that the family had an increased role
in transmitting cultural values.

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ACTIVE TEACHING IN AN ONLINE ENVIRONMENT -
A CASE STUDY

With the transition to online and hybrid teaching due to the pandemic
of the COVID-19 virus, teachers and professors faced a large number of chal-
lenges while using, at that moment insufficiently explored, online platforms for
communication (Google Classroom, MS Teams, etc.). Synchronous and asyn-
chronous technologies were used for the implementation of the teaching ac-
tivities (lectures, consultation classes, workshops). The goal of the research is
the analysis of online teaching in sampled teaching subjects (Educational In-
formatics, Educational Technology, Computer Science Teaching Methodolo-
gy) at the Teacher Education Faculty, University of Belgrade, during the school
years of 2020/2021 and 2021/2022 aimed at building a model that brings stu-
dents into an active position. The case study method and the modelling meth-
od were used in the paper. The research results indicate that the basic prerequi-
sites for active online teaching are: preparation of students, teachers and assis-
tants for active teaching in an online environment; introducing a flipped class-
room teaching approach and building mechanisms for feedback from students
in online classes in real time. We can conclude that the crucial factor for the
model of active online teaching is working in tandem (professor-assistant) as
well as the inclusion of a student demonstrator, because only then is it possible
to use learning analytics, i.e. recording of all parameters during online classes.

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COVID-19 PANDEMIC AND HEALTH HABITS OF STUDENTS
FROM AREAS WITH DIFFERENT LEVELS OF URBANIZATION

The COVID-19 pandemic, as well as response strategies to the spread
of the virus, might have had different consequences on local communities and
individuals. During the emergency state in 2020, the national online survey of
health behaviours of primary and secondary school students (n = 4097) was
conducted by the Serbian Association of Physical Education and Sports Teach-
ers, in collaboration with the Institute for the Improvement of Education. As
part of the survey, the differences in health behaviours between rural, semi-
urban, and urban students were examined. The HBSC questionnaire was used
to collect data on physical activity, diet, sedentary behaviour, sleep pattern,
life satisfaction, and self-rated health. Differences with regard to urbanity level
were tested by the Chi-square test. In most of the observed indicators, signifi-
cant differences were identified, particularly between students from rural and
urban areas. Students from urban areas were least physically active (p = .00),
spent the largest amount of time in front of screens (p =.00), went to bed and
woke up at the latest hour (p = .00), skipped breakfast (p = .00), and ate can-
dies the most (p =.00). The results of the students from rural areas were quite
opposite, with the exception of soft-drinks consumption. If similar emergency
measures were introduced in the future, additional support might be needed
for pupils in urban areas, as a vulnerable group in terms of health behaviours.

CHALLENGES OF CONTEMPORARY SPANISH LANGUAGE
TEACHING IN PRIMARY SCHOOL EDUCATION IN SERBIA
DURING THE PANDEMIC

Distance learning, combined teaching, as well as the hybrid model of
teaching in our primary school system appeared at the beginning of 2020 as a
response to the COVID-19 virus pandemic, which made it impossible to hold
regular classes in the classroom. At first, thirty-minute television slots were
provided for compulsory subjects, so that all students could regularly follow
the lessons from their homes. For other foreign languages, including Spanish,
teaching took place exclusively through various virtual channels of commu-
nication, which were proposed mainly by teachers, while there was no regu-
lar television session. Since the teachers of the second foreign language ini-
tially had no institutional support, the question arises as to what challenges
they encountered in the process of adapting to the critical situation. In this pa-
per, we present qualitative research, based on six semi-structured interviews
with teachers of Spanish as a foreign language who teach in primary schools
in Serbia, with the aim of providing a direct insight into the use of technology
and digital media in modern Spanish teaching, which belongs to the domain
of digital competences of teachers. Taking into account the gathered experi-
ences, we came to the conclusion that, regardless of the technical and digital
conditions of the environment in which they work (urban, semi-urban, rural),
teachers managed to find a way thanks to a creative approach to problem solv-
ing in order to be in contact with the students and regularly provide them with
teaching materials and content-related explanations. The results also show that
after the pandemic, respondents maintained the forms of work that include the
virtual classroom and the application of digital media in teaching.

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EDUCATIONAL ROBOTS IN PRESCHOOL EDUCATION -
THE FIVE STEPS MODEL

The continuous development of digital technologies resulted in the im-
plementation of educational robots in the educational system at all levels. The
aim of this paper is to systemize existing knowledge and develop the methodi-
cal approach (Five-step model) for the implementation of educational robots
in preschool education in the function of developing the preschool children’s
algorithmic thinking. Based on the research implemented for the purposes of
an unpublished master thesis and the classification of educational robots, a
methodical approach based on the Five-step model was developed. The results
indicate that the implementation of educational robots will not only contrib-
ute to the development of algorithmic thinking, but will also develop compe-
tences important for lifelong learning such as communication, self-reflection
and planning.

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THE SPECIFICS AND CHALLENGES OF TEACHING
DURING THE COVID-19 PANDEMIC IN RURAL
MOUNTAIN SCHOOLS OF NOVI PAZAR

The paper deals with the specifics of teaching during the coronavirus
pandemic in mountain, rural schools of the city of Novi Pazar. We explored
the challenges and obstacles that arose during the transition to online teach-
ing and how this type of teaching performed in relation to urban areas and ur-
ban schools. It was observed that rural schools and pupils in rural areas were
additionally exposed to problems due to the lack of adequate technical equip-
ment, as well as due to the lack of a good and stable internet signal. As a solu-
tion, teachers and other teaching staff proposed combining online and tradi-
tional teaching, and when that was not possible, they relied on televised school
lessons. The problem - lack of technological equipment was overcome by vari-
ous donations that arrived at the schools, and the obtained teaching aids were
made available to the pupils. For the purposes of this research, a survey of
teaching staff employed in rural mountain schools in the city of Novi Pazar
was conducted. The territory covered includes village schools on the slopes of
Golija, Rogozna and Pestersk plateaux. The results of this research can be used
for the further development of the educational system in rural areas, as well as
for overcoming obstacles that may arise in the future.

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ONLINE MATHEMATICS TEACHING AND LEARNING
DURING PANDEMIC FROM THE PERSPECTIVE
OF UNIVERSITY STUDENTS

COVID-19 pandemic forced universities all over the world to move their
instruction online. Mathematics as a subject, generally, brings many challenges
to both teachers and students, thus making it complex to transfer teaching and
learning process to online settings. The paper aims to examine how students
evaluate their experience with online mathematics teaching and learning dur-
ing pandemic and what they recognize as main benefits and challenges. The
research was conducted during 2022 within the bilateral project titled ,Crises,
Challenges and Current Education System” The sample consisted of students
from four universities in the Republic of Serbia (N=224). A descriptive method
and a content analysis procedure were applied. The findings revealed that stu-
dents evaluated their experience with online mathematics teaching and learn-
ing as neutral. However, there were differences in students’ attitudes in regard
to the educational-scientific field of the study program students attended and
the level of their self-perceived mathematical knowledge. Although the major-
ity of students reported no significant benefits of online mathematics teaching
and learning, some features were recognized as advantages — such as the pos-
sibility to attend classes from any place and rewatch videos of lectures. The re-
sults of this research can be a good starting point for university teachers to im-
prove their teaching practice in an online environment.

Distance learning was not significantly applied until the COVID-19 cri-
sis in school institutions in the Republic of Srpska. Classes for primary school
pupils were broadcast on the television for all grades and subjects. Empirical
research shows that the experiences of practitioners are different and that such
an organization of teaching has received numerous criticisms. The aim of the
research is to use factor analysis to identify the factors that determine distance
learning that was implemented via television during the COVID-19 crisis for
primary school pupils. The Scale for the Assessment of the Range and Limi-
tations of Distance Teaching was applied to a sample of 474 primary school
teachers (¢=0.88). The validation procedure of the applied instrument shows
that the factor analysis is justified (KMO is 0.89; and BT is significant at the
0.00 level). Six factors were identified that determine distance learning, with a
cumulative variance saturation of 60.66%: limitations, scopes, organizational
issues, recommendations, didactic tasks and pupil position. The defined fac-
tors indicate that distance learning has disadvantages, but also certain values.
In connection with the implementation of such an organization of distance
learning in the future, it is necessary to simultaneously remove the shortcom-
ings and improve the observed values while respecting the didactic-method-
ical requirements related to such teaching and especially with respect for the
specificity of the teaching subjects.

The COVID-19 pandemic has had a strong impact on educational sys-
tems around the world. The purpose of this research is to look at the perception
of teachers about online teaching during the pandemic. The sample consists of
50 teachers belonging to higher education. An online survey method was used
for the research. The challenges we faced during the pandemic in education, if
well-researched, can be turned into opportunities. The results of the research
showed that the availability of technical support and inadequate digital compe-
tencies were critical factors in the realization of practical teaching, which can
be of importance for educational practice.

PROBLEMS ANALYSIS IN SERBIAN HIGHER EDUCATION

The Covid-19 pandemic has greatly affected changes in the learning pro-
cess. The purpose of this research is to identify the problems that existed in on-
line learning during the Covid-19 pandemic and look at the lessons that can be
learned to improve the educational process. The research was conducted on a
random sample of 110 respondents, which included students and teachers of
higher education institutions in the Republic of Serbia. The survey question-
naire was distributed online, by posting it on social networks used by potential
respondents. The results of the research showed which problems are the most
prevalent from the point of view of students and teachers and identified factors
that would be relevant for improving the implementation of the teaching pro-
cess, which may be of importance for educational policy.

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STUDENTS’ ATTITUDES ABOUT THE USE OF THE GRAPHIC
BOARD IN THE TEACHING OF MATHEMATICS
DURING DISTANCE LEARNING

Taking into account that communication between a teacher and stu-
dents, followed by appropriate representations of concepts on the blackboard,
is a characteristic of mathematics teaching, the transition to distance learning
was a real challenge for mathematics teachers. The goal of this research is to
examine students’ attitudes about the use of graphic boards by teachers dur-
ing distance mathematics classes. The representative sample includes students
of the higher grades of primary school, as well as secondary school students
who were surveyed for the purposes of the research in June 2022. The results of
the research indicate that the students believe that the use of the graphic board
by the teacher (along with the appropriate explanations given by the teacher)
helped them master the appropriate teaching content, that the use of the graph-
ic board by the mathematics teacher was expedient in different types of class-
es, while as positive aspects of its use they emphasize transparency, precision
and the possibility of using different colours, when writing. From the students’
perspective, the use of the graphic board in distance learning has made the
teaching process easier for both them and the mathematics teachers. All these
findings indicate that the use of graphic boards in distance mathematics teach-
ing (which can be extended to other teaching situations where the teacher and
students are not physically in the same room) should be seriously considered.

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PROFESSIONAL TRAINING OF PUBLIC ADMINISTRATION DURING

The changes caused by the COVID-19 pandemic have brought with them the
establishment of a new digital reality. This new ,,social” environment was largely in-
spired by digitalization as an imperative for the revitalization of public administration.
Serbia recognized in time the need for the transformation of society towards digitiza-
tion, i.e. to strengthen the functioning of the public administration system through
the rapid implementation of digitization, so that the system could serve citizens and
the economy with the greatest possible efficiency. In this sense, the public administra-
tion entered into an intensive transformation of its activities - from direct contacts to
the virtual sphere, all with the aim of better quality and more efficient work to meet the
needs of the citizens of Serbia. The aim of this work is to point out the importance of a
new approach in the work of the National Academy of Public Administration (NAJU)
after the COVID-19 pandemic, which contributes to the continuous improvement of
the public administration system as the most effective way to respond to the challenges
faced by society and the individual. All these changes are the product of the continuous
search for the optimal approach in public administration training during the pandem-
ic, and they were possible due to the fact that the Learning management system - LMS
(Learning Management System - internet platform NAJU) platform was being worked
on well before the pandemic, and its full implementation was established immediately
after the outbreak of COVID-19. Thus, NAJU was able to transfer its work and activity
to the viral sphere, abandoning the traditional concept of work that was valid until that
moment. The process of adapting to this type of training was not simple, but it turned
out that over time there was a gradual acceptance of webinars and online training, de-
spite numerous dilemmas and challenges.

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TEACHERS’ PERCEPTIONS OF THE CONTRIBUTION
OF GEOGEBRA SOFTWARE TO CONTENT VISUALIZATION
IN ELEMENTARY MATHEMATICS CLASSES

Situations caused by changed social circumstances point to the need to
modernize the teaching process. One of the ways in which mathematics teach-
ing can be innovated is through the implementation of educational software.
The aim of this qualitative research study is to examine primary teachers’ per-
ceptions about the possibilities of using the GeoGebra software for more ef-
fective visualization of mathematical content. The research sample consisted
of primary school teachers in whose classes the GeoGebra software was used
to visualize the content during teaching. The teachers expressed their opinions
regarding the application of the software through a guided interview. In terms
of methodology, qualitative analysis procedures were used. The results indicate
that teachers do not have previous experience in the application of educational
software when teaching. They recognize the benefits of software-assisted teach-
ing, but also emphasize the need to use manipulatives. When it comes to teach-
ing geometry contents, they recognize the greatest value of the software in the
dynamic display of three-dimensional geometric objects. The results show that
teachers need to be better trained to teach by applying the educational soft-
ware. In this sense, in accordance with the recommendations of the Strategy
for the Development of Education in the Republic of Serbia until 2030, great-
er adaptation of teachers to new trends in education and training is necessary.

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DEVELOPMENT OF THE CONCEPT OF NUMBER -
METHODICAL APPROACH IN ONLINE LESSONS

Online lessons, created in the context of the pandemic, are important in-
formation about the pedagogical practice of teachers. The purpose of this pa-
per is to consider the implementation of the segment of the current mathemat-
ics curriculum for the first grade in Serbia, which is dedicated to the develop-
ment of the concept of number. Starting from the theoretical analysis of the
methodical approach to the development of the concept of number, the foun-
dations of the teaching of these contents presented in the Learning and Teach-
ing Program of the Republic of Serbia are discussed. The method of descrip-
tive comparative analysis compares the approach in the Program with the ap-
proach developed through online lessons. Qualitative analysis shows differenc-
es in methodical approach. The results indicate the need for the professional
community, and above all, teachers and textbook creators, to familiarize them-
selves with the changes brought about by the current Learning and Teaching
Program in relation to the previously present methodical approach through
planned education.

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FACTORS THAT INFLUENCE PRESERVICE TEACHERS’
AND PRESERVICE PRESCHOOL TEACHERS INTENTION
TO USE ONLINE WORK IN THEIR FUTURE PROFESSION

The pandemic has imposed adaptations to the new situation in all areas
of society, including education. Online teaching has been introduced at all lev-
els of education and upbringing.

This paper aims to investigate preservice teachers’ and preservice pre-
school teachers’ attitudes toward online teaching during the pandemic and,
consequently, the factors that influence their intention to implement some
form of online work with their future students or preschool pupils. The in-
fluence of the following factors has been examined: ease of use of online edu-
cation, perceived usefulness, security of using online systems/platforms, level
of anxiety of the respondents, support from instructors, usefulness for future
pedagogical work, facilitating conditions. Data were collected through an on-
line survey of students from the Faculty of Education in Jagodina, namely 129
preservice teachers and preservice preschool teachers. The results of multiple
regression showed that the proposed model explained 64.5 percent of the var-
iance in respondents’ intention to use online work in the future. Of the pro-
posed factors, the biggest unique contribution is the safety of using online sys-
tems/platforms (beta = 0.402, p < 0.001), followed by the perceived usefulness
(beta = 0.34, p < 0.001) and the level of anxiety (beta = -0.13, p < 0.05). Other
factors did not show a statistically significant influence. To implement online
education in regular circumstances, conditions should be created to improve
the mentioned significant factors.

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THE IMPACT OF THE COVID-19 PANDEMIC ON
THE RISE OF THE DIGITAL EDUCATION PHENOMENON
AND THE MARGINALIZATION OF THE PEDAGOGICAL
AND SOCIALIZING FUNCTION OF SCHOOLS

The focus and subject of our consideration is the response of the school
subsystem in different global societies and different zones of the modern world,
with special reference to transitional Serbia and different levels of its internal
regional development. The results of our analysis show that different coun-
tries in the three-part zones of the world (centre, semi-periphery, periphery)
provided a different response to the COVID-19 pandemic, as is the case with
semi-dependent societies in transition in the Balkans and Serbia. In our analy-
sis, we consider two aspects: a) the regional aspect of different responses of the
school system to the COVID-19 pandemic (developed urban centres, semi-de-
veloped and underdeveloped municipalities and regions); b) different implica-
tions of the COVID-19 pandemic on the realization of the basic functions of
educational institutions. The paper points out that the COVID-19 pandemic
has accentuated the importance of the digital education and the necessity of a
faster introduction of the new educational technologies into the school system,
but it has also revealed a gap between the educational and pedagogical roles in
the education system, i.e. the marginalization of the pedagogical and socializ-
ing function of schools. This split and deficit produces negative implications
that are manifested, among others, in the growth of numerous forms of devia-
tions and pathologies in school institutions (from peer violence to other forms
of deviant, infantile behaviour and disrespect for the integrity of teachers and
school institutions themselves...).

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ONLINE LEARNING AT THE UNIVERSITY OF BANJA LUKA
DURING THE COVID-19 CRISIS

The research, which was implemented in the experimental conditions of
online learning at the University of Banja Luka, aimed to look into the digital
competencies of students in terms of accession, creation, analysis, evaluation,
ethics and potentially bases for continuing online learning in the future. Using
a questionnaire, an online survey included 454 students from all faculties of
the University and offered an immediate assessment of how students use on-
line learning, but also answered the question of what would be the ideal learn-
ing model in the future. The questionnaire was distributed during the distance
learning process using a link that directly connected respondents to the ques-
tionnaire. The questionnaire consisted of a combination of nominal and origi-
nal measurement scales. Closed questions were quantified and analysed using
statistical procedures, while open-ended questions required a qualitative ap-
proach in processing. The results of the research were that the majority of stu-
dents demonstrate success in mastering the use of digital tools, but students
are not the best at understanding the background of digital tools, the advanced
features and the dangers. Despite the fact that a trend of reduced use of ICT
in learning was observed before the state of emergency was introduced, stu-
dents are mostly or completely able to use ICT in the learning process. As one
of the main conclusions stands out, technology is better to use as an addition
to learning, not as a substitute for it.

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COVID-19 PANDEMIC AND CULTURAL PARTICIPATION:
IMPACT AND CONSEQUENCES

The global pandemic that started in 2020, had an immense impact on all
societies which, in response, implemented measures to slow down the spread
of the virus. The most frequently implemented measures were various forms
of personal contact limitations through restrictions of mobility, presence of
more persons in the same space etc. For most cultural institutions it meant dis-
ruption of production and loss of expected income, since most of them were
closed or operated with significantly reduced capacity. Analysis of available
data showed that, in some segments, consumption of culture switched to on-
line formats, where institutions started to offer their digital products online.
According to data obtained from a simple random sample of 335 cultural insti-
tutions, in Serbia, even 73.1% of cultural institutions have confirmed that they
had partially adapted to the emergency situation offering cultural content on-
line, while 81.1% of the institutions had reported increase in the number of vis-
its to their internet presentations and social networks during pandemics. One
of the consequences of digital cultural participation is accelerated digital trans-
formation of the cultural offer through creation of digital cultural products and
digitalization of cultural content. During the pandemic, cultural institutions
and creative sector in general were faced with new possibilities for cultural and
creative production, broadening the public and increasing the consumption
of cultural products and services. Also, in this context, a question arose if the
changed manner of cultural participation has influenced the change of social-
stratification base for cultural tastes. The operational data collection method
will be used in the analysis — a qualitative-quantitative content analysis with
secondary data analysis.

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RUSSIAN STUDENTS FIRST ESTIMATES OF THE DISTANCE
LEARNING UNDER THE COVID-19 PANDEMIC

Since the outbreak of the COVID-19 pandemic, the higher education
institutions all over the world have faced specific challenges that required ur-
gent decisions on the organization of their work and on the adaptation of their
activities to the quarantine measures. The urgent switch to distance learning
affected all levels of education - from preschool to higher and postgraduate
education. However, the success of changes and their consequences differed
by the level of education. Based on the comparative analysis of the activities of
the Russian higher education institutions as evaluated by students during the
forced distance learning in the spring of 2020 and during the planned switch
to such a format in the fall of 2020, the presentation explains whether the pes-
simistic critics were right about the negative estimates of distance learning by
many students in the spring of 2020 and about the opposite situation already
in the fall of 2020. The results of two sociological surveys showed that Russian
universities passed quite successfully through the stage of digital transforma-
tion despite many difficulties for both the administration organizing the edu-
cation process, and the teaching staft developing new digital competences. In
general, the difficult and unpredictable conditions of the pandemic changed
the Russian public opinion from the negative perception of distance learning to
accepting its positive features for the educational system and its actors in some
situations. Moreover, digital technologies are now considered as an objective
and effective way to ensure the functioning of the higher education institutions
in an emergency (for instance, such as the current outbreak of the measles epi-
demic in one Moscow university).

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CHALLENGES AND CHARACTERISTICS OF ONLINE
LEARNING IN THE CONDITIONS OF THE COVID-19
PANDEMIC - THE VIEWS OF THE STUDENTS
OF THE EDUCATION MAJOR AT VSSSVPI-SIRMIUM

The paper follows the analysis of self-evaluation, level of satisfaction and
attitudes of students of the educational major of the Preschool Teacher Train-
ing and Business Informatics College of Applied Studies — Sirmium, regarding
the implementation of online learning. The time frame for analysing the at-
titudes of future educators is directly related to the period of their schooling,
marked by the COVID-19 virus pandemic. Bearing in mind that during the
extraordinary social conditions, the entire/majority of teaching took place via
electronic communication and that such situation was completely unknown to
these generations of students, there is a need to deeply examine their attitudes,
emotional processes, and the sense of self-evaluation and general success of
such an atypical undertaking. The applied methodology was based on an ex-
ploratory, qualitative study of the multiple case method, with a semi-struc-
tured interview as a research technique. The paper asks the question whether
students think that the continuity of education was sustainable and effective
during the pandemic period? What can be seen as a dominant pattern are the
repeated answers of the respondents which are related to several key aspects
of teaching implementation. For example, a feeling of isolation, lack of social
moments, discontinuity with previous work habits and routine, weak/reduced
motivation to follow classes, and technical difficulties.

The emergency situation caused by the coronavirus pandemic has led
to significant changes in almost all aspects of human life. Preschool education
was not an exception. The challenges faced by pre-schoolers and educators cre-
ated the need to find new solutions and opportunities to overcome the crisis.
Networking of pre-schoolers and the entire educational system enabled the ex-
change of opinions and ideas for the sake of the uninterrupted continuation of
children’s development in preschool institutions.

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RELIGIOUS AFFILIATION AND ATTITUDES TOWARDS
VACCINATION AGAINST COVID-19 FEMALE STUDENTS
OF TEACHING FACULTIES IN SERBIA

At the time of the declaration of the COVID-19 pandemic and the im-
position of emergency measures, the origin and source of the disease were un-
known, as were the treatment and course of the treatment. After several muta-
tions of the virus and a large number of infected and dead, several pharmaceu-
tical companies have innovated vaccines against this disease. Disbelief in the
existence of the disease itself, and later in the effectiveness of the vaccine, con-
tributed to prolonging the duration of the pandemic. Special resistance to vac-
cination was provided by young people. Therefore, the aim of the research was
to determine the attitudes towards vaccination of female students of teaching
faculties in Serbia, as educators of future generations. The sample included 363
female students. Data were collected through an online survey and processed
using non-parametric statistics. The independent variables were religion and
optional subject at school (civic education or religious education), and the de-
pendent variables were attitudes towards vaccination. It has been shown that
female students of the Orthodox religion are more inclined to comply with the
measures than the vaccination itself, while the most negative attitude towards
vaccination in all segments is present among female students of the Islamic re-
ligion. Also, female students who declared themselves atheists and those who
attended civic education at previous levels of education complied to a greater
extent, were vaccinated and received a greater number of vaccine doses, which
opens up space for thinking about the introduction of new topics in the teach-
ing of civic education for the purpose of raising the level of awareness about the
health habits of the population.

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ONLINE TEACHING AND LEARNING DURING
THE COVID-19 CRISIS

Assessing the effects of online teaching and learning during the COV-
ID-19 pandemic crisis was inspired by the research conducted in 2021, and the
experience which the students had gained through high school and university
periods. Regarding students’ attitudes towards online teaching, they are main-
ly unsatisfied with the domination of this model of teaching over the tradi-
tional one. They perceived both advantages and disadvantages of the distance
teaching and learning. As advantages, they pointed out the timetable adjust-
able to students’ private schedules, in the way that they can play the lectures
in real time, save them for later or play multiple times. They get less jittery
while speaking with teachers online than directly. Accommodation and trav-
el costs are reduced. As disadvantages, they pointed out a lack of interactivity
with teachers and peer students, prevalence of electronic communication, a
lack of competitive spirit among students, distance learning dependent on stu-
dents’ ICT skills and technical prerequisites, and a forced shift of classes into a
non-scholarly environment. Although the Faculty faced an impromptu change
from traditional to online teaching, their reaction and adjustment to new cir-
cumstances were quick, granting the students’ rights to quality education. Dis-
tance teaching revealed certain qualities that may be useful to improve and
complement an educational practice in the future. That will open up new ways
of creating and maintaining continuity and effectiveness of higher education
when online teaching is a must.

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SOCIAL RESOURCES AS PREDICTORS OF DEPRESSION,
ANXIETY AND STRESS IN THE TIME OF COVID-19

The aim of the research was to examine the predictive power of social re-
sources in predicting depression, anxiety and stress during COVID-19 in stu-
dents. The sample consisted of students of the University of Pristina with tem-
porary headquarters in Kosovska Mitrovica, a total of 102 of them (21 male
and 81 female students), average age AS=22, SD=2,225. The instruments used
in the research were the Social Inventory Scale and the Depression, Anxiety
and Stress Scale (DASS). The results of the regression analysis show that social
resources explain 33.3% of the variance of depression, and the significant pre-
dictor variables are social integration (p=-.242, p<0.05) and self-worth confir-
mation (p=-.352, p<0.01). Then, social resources explain 26.4% of the variance
of anxiety, and significant predictor variables are also social integration (p=-
.264, p<0.05) and self-worth confirmation (p=-.278, p<0.05). Also, social re-
sources explain 17% of the variance of stress, while from the group of predictor
variables, only self-worth confirmation stands out (f=-.317, p<0.05). Students
who do not show an affinity towards the formation of significant social net-
works and inclusion in them, as well as recognition of their own competences,
skills and belief in their own effectiveness, manifest symptoms of dysphoria,
hopelessness, self-depreciation, apathy and deficit of interest, difficulties with
relaxation, impatience, anxiety. It can be concluded that the absence of social
resources such as social integration and confirmation of self-worth increases
the possibility of symptoms of depression, anxiety and stress in the era of the
coronavirus pandemic.

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FACE TO FACE OR ONLINE CLASSES?
RETHINKING UNIVERSITY EDUCATION

The global pandemic of COVID-19 has brought many challenges to the
higher education. Faced with the problem, universities quickly changed the or-
ganization of teaching, moving from traditional forms to online teaching. As
a result, numerous questions are raised about the relationship between clas-
sical and online teaching, the acceptance of online teaching and the attitudes
of key actors - students and teachers. In this context, the aim of the research
is to examine the attitudes of students about face to face and online teaching,
with reference to the possibility of teaching in the digital environment in the
future. The basic research instrument was purpose-built based on a five-point
Likert scale. The research sample consists of 211 students from the Faculty of
Philosophy in Nis, Serbia. Descriptive statistics, F test and t-test, were applied.
The results obtained from the research indicate that the surveyed students still
show a certain degree of reserve in relation to online studying. Namely, a great-
er number of respondents were in doubt when evaluating the claims related
to the differences between online and face to face teaching. The results show
the student’s scepticism about the possibility of combining online and classi-
cal teaching as a possible way of organizing education at faculties. The reason
for this may be insufficient preparation and numerous difficulties that initially
accompanied the organization of online classes, both in terms of organization
and in terms of the development of digital competences, which emerged as one
of the difficulties. There are no statistically significant differences in relation to
the independent research variables: gender, year of study, average grade and
study program.

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STUDENTS’ PERCEPTION OF THE QUALITY OF ONLINE
EDUCATION AND METHOD OF EVALUATION
DURING THE PANDEMIC COVID-19

The pandemic caused by the virus COVID-19 created the need for find-
ing different methods of ,,distance” learning. Professors and students around
the world have faced a great challenge to adapt in a short time to the available
platforms and also to accept the advantages and disadvantages of virtual teach-
ing. The aim of this paper was to examine how satisfied the students of the Fac-
ulty of Medicine were with the quality of online teaching and the evaluation
methods by professors during the COVID-19 pandemic. The sample consisted
of 356 students of the Faculty of Medicine, University of East Sarajevo. The re-
sults showed that the final year students of the study program in Medicine and
the study program in Special education and rehabilitation show a higher level
of satisfaction with the quality of online teaching and the evaluation methods
by professors, than the second year students. Also, the obtained results show
that the highest level of satisfaction with online teaching is shown by students
of the study program in Medicine who achieve academic success between 6
and 7.5, while the lowest level of satisfaction with the quality of online teach-
ing is shown by students who achieve academic success between 8.6 and 9.5.
Based on the obtained results, we can draw a conclusion that students of dif-
ferent study programs showed different levels of satisfaction with the quality
of online teaching and evaluation methods applied by professors during the
COVID-19 pandemic.

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STUDENTS ATTITUDE ON THE POSSIBILITIES AND WAYS
OF TEACHING IN THE CONDITIONS OF THE PANDEMIC

At the start of the corona virus pandemic higher education was faced
with the need to quickly implement online classes. An additional challenge was
the differences in the digital competences of teachers and students. The aim of
our research is to examine students’ views on the possibilities of implementing
online and hybrid teaching, with special reference to practical teaching. The re-
search is based on the descriptive scientific research method. We used survey
and scaling techniques. The instrument is made by combination of a five-point
Likert-type scale and open and closed survey questions. The paper presents the
views of 134 students of the 3rd and 4th year at the Teacher Education Faculty
in Belgrade on how the education of future teachers was adapted to the condi-
tions of the pandemic. It was established that students see the positive aspects
of online classes in the use of ICT, flexibility, organization, and availability of
learning materials. The negative aspects were recognized in motivation and in-
teraction. Students believe that the quality of practical teaching is most con-
tributed by the realization of lessons in practice schools (AM: 4.39; SD: 1.21)
compared to the lesson simulations (AM: 2.33; SD: 1.38). They highlighted les-
son simulations as suitable for implementation in the 3rd year of education as
a basis for implementation of lessons in practice schools. Based on the find-
ings, we formed recommendations for improving the possibilities of teaching
in pandemic conditions.

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ONLINE CLASSES AT UNIVERSITIES IN SERBIA DURING THE
COVID-19 PANDEMIC: ATTITUDES AND EXPERIENCES
OF TEACHERS AND TEACHING ASSISTANTS

In accordance with the epidemiological instructions during the COV-
ID-19 pandemic, most university courses in Serbia were taught online or
through blended learning, by means of different platforms and implementation
of different models for organised testing. This study, conducted on an adequate
sample of 48 university teachers and teaching assistants employed at the Ser-
bian state universities, examines their experiences with online class teaching.
The study was conducted using the semi-structured interview method during
February and March 2023. The results indicate that the teaching staff mostly
had sporadic experience using different platforms suitable for online learning
and that institutional support for using such tools varied, with no systematic
training organised for teachers. Their experience revealed a certain uniform-
ity in how the staff perceived the benefits and difficulties of online teaching. In
fact, it is possible to isolate several categories of advantages and disadvantag-
es belonging to different domains: pedagogical, organisational, economic, and
social. The teachers’” experiences during online classes and the accompanying
activities of motivating and testing their students could benefit all higher edu-
cation institutions whenever classes need to be organised during a crisis. Such
experiences can also be used as a basis for the implementation of positive as-
pects while teaching under normal circumstances.

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COMMUNICATION PATTERNS OF STUDENTS

Measures for prevention of the spread of the COVID-19 virus epidem-
ic were restrictive for social contacts, even those in primary social groups that
are characterized by close and direct contact of their members. The aim of the
research was to examine the way of maintaining interpersonal communica-
tion during the state of emergency, since face-to-face, as a natural form of hu-
man communication, was reduced to a minimum in order to limit the spread
of contagion, as maintaining physical distance was considered to be one of the
ways preventing the spread of viruses. The authors were interested in whether
the imposition of physical distance and restriction of movement resulted in the
formation of the so-called social distance or physical distance made communi-
cation between people more intense than usual. With this aim, an online sur-
vey was conducted immediately after the lifting of the state of emergency. The
survey included questions related to socio-demographic data, as well as ques-
tions related to the characteristics and forms of communication practiced by
students during the state of emergency. The sample consisted of 514 students
of Teacher Training Faculties in the Republic of Serbia. The results confirm the
initial assumption about the necessity of maintaining contacts in primary so-
cial groups, even in the conditions of a state of emergency, where in the situa-
tion of reduction of direct contacts, information and communication technol-
ogy can play a positive role as an intermediary.

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UNIVERSITY TEACHING DURING THE COVID-19 PANDEMIC:
EMOTIONAL, BEHAVIOURAL AND COGNITIVE ENGAGEMENT
OF STUDENTS IN ONLINE TEACHING

All teaching activities at the faculties, during the period of the COV-
ID-19 virus pandemic, were transferred to the online environment. Depend-
ing on the assessment of needs, teaching at different faculties was achieved
synchronously (communication with students in real time), asynchronously
(by sharing recorded lessons and electronic materials) or combined. This ena-
bled the regular pace and realization of classes, however, these new forms of
teaching brought into focus the problem of involvement, that is, the engage-
ment of students during the teaching process. Active engagement of students
is a significant factor that directly affects the outcomes, that is, the success of
students. The aim of this paper is to study the problem of active engagement of
students during online classes, from the perspective of the students themselves.
We looked at the problem of engagement through three components: emotion-
al, behavioural and cognitive. The sample consisted of 273 students of various
faculties of the University of Nis. The research was conducted through an on-
line questionnaire during March and April 2023. The obtained data were ana-
lysed according to the subscales corresponding to the emotional, behavioural
and cognitive aspects of engagement. When it comes to variables, the data were
analysed in relation to the method of distance learning, year of study and self-
assessment of regularity of attendance during distance learning. The research
results confirm the average engagement of students, as well as a slightly lower
level of emotional engagement compared to other aspects. The data confirm
the greater engagement of students who regularly attended distance learning
and where teaching was conducted synchronously in real time.

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DIFFERENCES IN THE FREQUENCY OF EMOTIONAL
SUPPORT IN TV INSTRUCTION OF CLASSROOM
AND SUBJECT TEACHERS

The aim of this research was to examine differences in the frequency of
subject and classroom teachers’ emotional support strategies in TV instruc-
tion, which was used during the first wave of school closures in 3/4 of the
world’s countries (UNICEE 2020). We subjected 33 lessons - 2 for each subject
of social and natural sciences in each grade (I-VIII) to systematic observations
using the Protocol for the Evaluation of TV Instruction (Plazini¢, 2020) in or-
der to examine the assumption of a greater readiness of classroom teachers to
recognize and support student motivation which can somewhat explain the
better relative placement of students from Serbia compared to the international
average at the end of the first cycle of compulsory education, as opposed to the
second cycle. A T-test [t(32) = 3.067, p = < .00] confirms significant differences
regarding the frequency of emotional support between classroom (M = 3, SD
=.63) and subject teachers (M = 2.36, SD = .48). Classroom teachers are more
likely to provide emotional support, more often express positive expectations,
and value the student’s perspective to a greater extent. Although the research
is focused on TV instruction, which is not representative of teaching in gener-
al, our results, in the context of many times replicated findings about the rela-
tively higher achievements of students from Serbia at the end of the first cycle
of compulsory education compared to the international average and relatively
low achievements at the end of the second cycle suggest that students of dif-
ferent cycles are exposed to teaching practices of different effectiveness. These
findings can lead to specific recommendations regarding the scope of ,teach-
ing” subjects and the structure of the initial education of teachers who teach in
different educational cycles.

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CHALLENGES OF HIGHER ARTS EDUCATION DURING
THE COVID-19 PANDEMIC

Dejana B. Prnjat

The COVID-19 pandemic directly affected the teaching process in all
educational institutions in the country, including higher education institu-
tions, whereas the introduction of a state of emergency posed an additional
challenge. The paper presents and analyses the results of unstructured inter-
views conducted with twenty-five students of Applied Arts from all levels at
the Department of Fine Arts (today’s Department of Fine and Applied Arts) of
the Academy of Arts in Novi Sad, as well as with seven professors who teach
the main art subjects at this department. The interviews were conducted im-
mediately after the lifting of the state of emergency in May 2020. The main
goal of the paper is to identify the communication channels that the professors
chose as the most suitable for teaching during the crisis, to identify those that
the students rated as the most desirable, and to determine the key problems
that the students encountered in the teaching process during this crisis. The re-
search results indicate that the communication channels chosen by the profes-
sors do not match the communication channels for conducting classes that the
students rated as the most desirable during the crisis, and that was primarily
a consequence of the lack of technical training of the professors. Although the
COVID-19 crisis might be thought to be behind us, and that communication
platforms like Zoom have entered into widespread usage, in most cases only
their basic functions are being used, and even a short training course for teach-
ers to use more advanced functions of such platforms would improve the qual-
ity of teaching and help them prepare better for similar situations in the future.

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THREE-TIER TESTS AS AN EFFECTIVE TOOL FOR THE
ASSESSMENT OF UNDERSTANDING THE CHEMISTRY
CONTENT DURING THE COVID-19 PANDEMIC

During the COVID-19 pandemic, when direct contact with pupils was
time-limited, one of the biggest challenges of chemistry teachers referred to the
choice of the most effective way to assess pupils’ understanding of the complex
content they encountered for the first time, such as organic chemistry content
in the eighth grade of primary school. In this study, to assess the understanding
of hydrocarbons among the pupils of the mentioned age, teachers used a three-
tier test. The first and second tier of items in these tests are multiple-choice
questions where the answer to the second tier explains the choice of answer to
the first tier, while the third tier indicates pupils’ confidence in their responses.
Good understanding presupposes that the first two tiers are answered correct-
ly and pupils are confident in their answers, incorrect answers in which pupils
are confident imply the presence of misconceptions, while all answer combina-
tions in which pupils are not confident indicate a lack of knowledge. The test
made of ten items was completed by 114 pupils, after which on seven items well
understanding was shown by 51.7% to 63.1% of the pupils, on three items it
was found in less than 40% of the pupils, while the presence of the six miscon-
ceptions was also detected. Thus, teachers gained a detailed insight into their
pupils’ greatest problems with the understanding of hydrocarbons.

The same editorial team already published a collection of studies entitled The
World Universities’ Response to COVID-19: Remote Online Language Teaching
(Research-publishing.net, 2021) that documented pedagogical efforts during
the pandemic. Post-pandemic colleagues world-wide resorted to innovative
solutions to deal with technological, managerial, methodological, staffing and
other challenges (as described in Traxler et al. 2020; Wong 2020; Cheung 2021;
Plutino & Polisca 2021; Radic et al. 2021; Ritonga et al. 2021; Henaku f.c.). The
response to these challenges can be seen as a push towards the digitalisation of
humanities, with special reference to language teaching and learning (e.g. Gee
and Hayes 2011; Barrot 2021; Morreale et al. 2021). Such a push offers prac-
titioners the opportunity to adapt to parallel innovations in media and new
communication patterns in society (e.g. Beaven & Rosell-Aguilar 2021). The
way we communicate has changed (see Beebe & Mottet 2009; De Silva Joyce
& Feez 2018; Michienzi et al. 2021; Li & Lan 2022) and this leads to changes
in teaching and learning (e.g. Teh 2021; Liitge 2022; Richards 2022; Stockwell
2022). The current Project that I will present aims at documenting the more re-
cent and refined phase of the current developments and at Identifying and ar-
ticulating emerging methodological innovations.

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STUDENTS ATTITUDES TOWARD SYNCHRONOUS
ONLINE LEARNING IN SMALL GROUPS IN CHEMISTRY
CLASSES DURING THE COVID-19 PANDEMIC

In online teaching/learning, pedagogical interaction usually exists be-
tween pupils and the teacher. One of the main disadvantages of many online
teaching/learning approaches is a lack of student-student interaction. Synchro-
nous online learning allows student-student interaction in real-time. This de-
scriptive quantitative research aims to determine 13-year-old pupils’ attitudes
toward synchronous online learning in small groups (three or four students)
during the COVID-19 pandemic. The pupils (N=153) were learning about dis-
solving substances by watching educational videos during the meetings on
Viber. The instrument was a questionnaire with 39 items on a 5-point Likert-
type scale. The questionnaire had two sections which examined: (1) students’
opinions about their learning experience and (2) students’ attitudes about the
use of online resources during the applied teaching/learning approach. Pupils
have a positive attitude towards synchronous online learning in small groups,
about the applied tools for online learning and they positively evaluate their
engagement during the work.

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THE INFLUENCE OF THE PANDEMIC COVID-19 ON
WORKING WITH STUDENTS WHO SHOW AFFINITY FOR
THE SUBJECT SERBIAN LANGUAGE AND LITERATURE

The pandemic caused by the corona virus had a great impact on the or-
ganization of the education process. The aim of the research is to determine
how the COVID-19 pandemic affected the work with students who show an
affinity for the subject Serbian language and literature. Serbian language and
literature teachers, 60 of them, who are employed in primary and secondary
schools in Serbia, participated in the research. Data were collected through
a questionnaire. The questions concerned the organization and implementa-
tion of classes in four periods: before the corona, during the state of emergen-
cy, during online classes after the state of emergency, and live classes today. A
special part is dedicated to the satisfaction of teachers and students with new
models and suggestions on how to implement the acquired experience in the
educational process today. Since we are interested in working with students
with special abilities, we have included additional classes, sections and prepar-
ing students for competitions. The results show that the majority of teachers
who organized work with talented students even before the corona virus, con-
tinued to do so in the new conditions, but had to change their way of work-
ing. The period of online teaching was characterized by the implementation of
new models, and these models have continued to be applied today as support
for live activities. In the conditions of the pandemic, the question was no long-
er how to introduce new technologies into the educational process, but how to
adapt the educational process to new technologies.

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VIRTUAL REALITY - COMPARATIVE ANALYSIS
OF HYBRID TEACHING MODELS

Virtual reality, based on a computer-generated concept of immersive-
ness with an intelligent component, provides opportunities for experiential
learning in which personal experience and activity take precedence in acquir-
ing knowledge and developing practical skills, which contributes to changing
existing educational paradigms. The aim of the paper is the systematization
of existing knowledge in the function of building an efficient hybrid teaching
model supported by virtual reality. The paper uses the case study method. The
analysis includes three interdependent subsystems: technical, pedagogical and
content. The results indicate that the virtual reality system creates a stimulating
teaching environment that has numerous advantages, and particularly stand-
ing out are the provision of conditions for the challenging situations simulation
and the study of abstract phenomena through the active participation of sys-
tem users. Based on the conclusions of the research, a methodical model is pro-
posed for the implementation of virtual reality in hybrid teaching, which has
the potential to strengthen the introduction of innovative changes in the real
educational context and achieve more efficient learning outcomes.

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STUDENTS SELE-REGULATED SKILLS IN DISTANCE
LEARNING DURING THE COVID-19 PANDEMIC

Distance learning requires more student autonomy than face-to-face ed-
ucation, and students necessarily need to use their self-regulated learning skills
more often. The main goal of the research was to examine whether there are the
differences in the expression of various self-regulated learning skills in distance
learning during the COVID-19 pandemic. The research was conducted online
on a sample of 142 students (of which 122 were female) from different facul-
ties of the University of Nis. In order to measure the expression of self-regu-
lated learning skills (setting goals, seeking help, independent learning strate-
gies, managing the physical environment, and regulating effort), the Scale for
determining self-regulated learning skills of distance learners was used. When
comparing the expression of the mentioned self-regulated learning skills by
the ANOVA test with repeated measures, statistically significant differences in
the expression of certain skills were found. Further analysis shows that man-
agement of the physical environment is statistically significantly the most ex-
pressed skill compared to other skills of self-regulated learning. It is followed
by effort regulation skill. Other differences are not statistically significant.
Thus, the most pronounced skills are those related to creating physical condi-
tions that facilitate learning and investing effort to understand and master the
material. The results obtained can serve as a guide to help students acquire and
develop the less pronounced skills.

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THEORIZATION OF THE CONTENTS
OF THE FINE ARTS SUBJECT: AN EXAMPLE OF CLASSES
ON THE RADIO TELEVISION OF SERBIA CHANNELS

The paper presents a research that analyses the TV classes of The Fine
Arts that were broadcast on RTS channels during the COVID-19 pandemic,
and which were designed and taught by teachers of the first cycle of primary
education. The research includes all lecturing lessons (94 in total) from 1st to
4th grade recorded and broadcast in the period from 2020 to 2022 in the Re-
public of Serbia. Given that it is more expedient and age-appropriate for chil-
dren in the first cycle of education to acquire visual arts concepts experien-
tially and through their own artistic creation (Hadzi Jovanci¢, 2012), and not
through the teacher’s theoretical presentation, the aim of this research was to
determine the ways in which teachers approached the contents of The Fine Arts
subject in such classes. Specifically, whether and to what extent the TV lessons
were designed and taught in such a way that teachers introduce pupils to the
artistic problem, assign art tasks and motivate them to work independently in
accordance with the developmental possibilities of the given age? The results
of the research show that in the majority of the observed classes, the teacher’s
theoretical presentation dominates, which is in no way adapted to the age for
which it is intended, and the question arises as to how useful such classes were
for the pupils during the pandemic. The intention of this paper is not to criti-
cize the teachers who held the TV classes, but to point out the danger of theo-
rizing the contents of The Fine Arts subject at the youngest primary school age.

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TEACHERS’ ATTITUDES TOWARDS THE INTRODUCTION
OF THE SUBJECT ,,DIGITAL WORLD” IN THE REPUBLIC
OF SRPSKA'S PRIMARY EDUCATION SYSTEM

At the beginning of the 2021/22 school year, the teaching process for the
subject ,,Digital World” began to be implemented in primary schools in the Re-
public of Srpska. Despite the obvious need for continuous development of digital
competencies of students from the second to the fifth grade, and the creation of
institutional prerequisites for adequate socialization of children within a digitally
saturated environment, the speed and non-transparency of the process of intro-
ducing the aforementioned subject into the Curriculum caused conflicting reac-
tions among citizens of the Republic of Srpska. Similarly, teachers who were sup-
posed to start implementing the teaching of the mentioned subject also reacted
in the same way. In that sense, the primary goal of this research is to determine
and analyse the attitudes of teachers towards the subject ,,Digital World” imme-
diately before, during, and after the implementation of the teaching process in
the 2021/22 school year. The secondary goal of the research was to determine
how ready the teachers are to adapt to new technologies and learning in a digi-
tal environment. Data was collected through 7 focus groups on a sample of 174
teachers. The results of the research indicate that teachers hold different views on
the justification of introducing the subject (ranging from opposition to support
for its introduction in the first three grades). Also, it is possible to conclude that
the readiness of teachers to improve their own digital competencies and moti-
vation for conducting the teaching process of the subject ,,Digital World” can-
not be viewed solely from the perspective of their personal equation, but always
with necessary consideration of the broader social context (e.g. adequate support
from competent institutions, technical equipment of schools and/or involvement
in the decision-making process).

ORGANIZATIONAL ASPECTS OF THE IMPLEMENTATION
OF ONLINE TEACHING DURING THE COVID-19 CRISIS

Natasa P. Skakavac

The pandemic that hit the entire planet three years ago required a com-
pletely new organization of educational work. Teaching in the previously
known ways was no longer possible, and new ways had to be found that would
enable this process to be carried out. This represented a great challenge for
all participants in the classes — first of all for the organizers, and then also for
the implementers (teaching staft). The aim of our research was to determine
the ways in which teachers organized the teaching process, as well as the dif-
ficulties they encountered. The sample included 150 teachers from 30 primary
schools in Montenegro. Respondents filled out an online survey, and the data
was processed quantitatively and qualitatively. The results show that teaching
online was a big challenge, but the teachers managed successfully and were sat-
isfied with the realized teaching content. Some of the difficulties during im-
plementation were the lack of equipment (especially for pupils), poor internet
connection, as well as insufficiently developed digital competences. Recom-
mendations after the research would refer to the mandatory education of the
teaching staff in the use of digital technologies, and monitoring of modern de-
velopments in these areas, as well as the provision of necessary material sup-
port to socially vulnerable families in providing funds for work in pandemic
conditions.

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ENGLISH LANGUAGE TEACHING DURING COVID-19 PANDEMIC:
REINFORCEMENT OF SPEAKING SKILLS
CASE STUDY: ALGERIA

English language teaching has been a major field of interest in terms
of social studies in Algeria. Its methods, outcomes, motivation, and benefits
have been elaborated by many researchers. When commencing a new Eng-
lish course, most learners aim at achieving fluency and communicative com-
petence. Therefore, examining the English language curricula in Algeria has
resulted in an overall view of the skills fostered, which cover reading, writing,
listening, and speaking. Speaking circles are a popular new initiative present-
ed to the classroom to mimic an authentic communication context. The aim of
this study is to explore the shift from onsite to online learning and the effects of
the said transition on the results of the applied approach, speaking circles. This
study follows a quantitative research orientation. A questionnaire was admin-
istered to a total of 42 teachers of English in Algeria through social media plat-
forms. The data collected were analysed using the data analysis software SPSS.
The results conclude that the effectiveness of such an approach, which requires
direct contact, was problematic due to many factors. The shift, as described by
the sample, was complicated due to limited internet access for a minority group
of learners. Moreover, the results proved that the interaction and quality of dis-
cussions were lower than the rates of onsite circles. Therefore, we conclude that
online speaking circles in Algerian education need improvement in manage-
ment and motivating content.

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EXPERIENCES OF THE PRESCHOOL INSTITUTION ,,BOSKO BUHA”
IN VRBAS DURING THE COVID-19 PANDEMIC

After the emergence of the COVID-19 pandemic, all preschool institu-
tions in Serbia were completely closed. The Ministry of Education, Science and
Technological Development issued recommendations to pre-school institu-
tions on how they should act in the new situation, stressing the need to main-
tain continuity in the educational process. The task of the preschool teachers
was to give recommendations for games and activities for children at home in
order to maintain the continuity of the educational process. The goal of this
paper is to present the continuity of educational processes during the COV-
ID-19 pandemic, which was achieved through the cooperation of parents and
preschool teachers. In this paper, the activities that the preschool teachers de-
signed on different topics and that the children, with the help of their parents,
implemented at home are presented. In cooperation with preschool teachers,
parents and children implemented specific activities in the field of familiari-
zation with the environment, in the field of health in order to familiarize chil-
dren with the concepts of epidemics and viruses and appropriate protection
measures, as well as activities aimed at preserving physical and mental health,
having in mind the emerging crisis situation. The mentioned activities are re-
alized as speech, physical, musical, artistic or cognitive with the use of digital
technologies. Based on the experience of working during the pandemic, it can
be concluded that the continuity of the educational process has been achieved.
It should be emphasized that parents played a key role. Without the coopera-
tion of parents of preschool children, educational work could not even be re-
alized, having in mind that preschool children are not independent in the use
of digital technologies. Therefore, it is necessary to improve cooperation and
provide support in the development of the parental role through various edu-
cations and workshops with the aim of improving the quality of educational
work as a whole.

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THE COVID-19 CRISIS - CHALLENGE OR LEARNING
OPPORTUNITY?

During the COVID-19 pandemic, every preschool institution on the ter-
ritory of the Republic of Serbia managed according to its possibilities and ca-
pacities. In the concrete crisis situation in the Preschool institution ,Bosko
Buha” in Vrbas, the problem of insufficient equipment of the institution with
digital devices and the inability of the majority of employees in the digital en-
vironment was observed. The goal of the research in this paper is to examine
and determine the level of digital competence of preschool teachers and how
well they are trained to apply information and communication technologies
(ICT), as well as to determine their experiences in educational practice during
the COVID-19 pandemic. In the research in the Preschool institution ,,Bosko
Buha” in Vrbas, a survey method and an anonymous survey questionnaire
were used. The questionnaire was filled out by 101 preschool teacher exami-
nees. During the research, a modified Likert scale with multiple choice ques-
tions was used. The results of the research show that preschool teachers have
a low level of digital competence, as well as that they do not know and do not
apply digital tools in educational work, as indicated by experiences during the
pandemic, too. However, although they believe that digital tools can be an ex-
cellent supplement and enhance learning for preschool children, the research
results indicate a low motivation of preschool teachers for improvement in the
field of digital technologies. Based on experiences during the pandemic and
research results, it can be concluded that there are problems that directly or
indirectly affect educational work in a crisis situation, and overcoming them
would contribute to improving the quality of work and readiness for future cri-
sis situations. In this paper proposals for overcoming the mentioned problems
are given.

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SURVEILLANCE CAPITALISM IN EDUCATION

Concept of surveillance-based capitalism is implemented via sophisti-
cated algorithms of Big Tech companies (Google, Apple, Amazon). Digital net-
works collect data on users, but with the help of algorithms encourage specific
desired behaviours. The patterns of behaviours are stored in Big Data and sold
further as behavioural surplus on the market. The COVID-19 emergency has
affected educational systems because online learning and ‘emergency remote
teaching’ have situated educational technology (EdTech) as an integral element
of education globally, bringing private sector and commercial organizations
into the centre of essential educational services. Every digital platform and sep-
arate online service has its own capacity to track, store and analyse student us-
age, outcomes and interactions at a particulate level. While this is interpreted
within the EdTech industry as a significant opportunity to improve learning, it
has also raised a concern for the potential exploitation of data. The collection
and use of student digital data raises questions about privacy, consent, owner-
ship, bias, as well as openness. Students can feel a loss of autonomy due to con-
tinuous monitoring of their online learning activities. At the same time, there
are real concerns for the safety of students using a vast array of EdTech prod-
ucts as ‘solutions’ to the COVID-19 crisis.

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PHILOSOPHY AND ETHICS DURING COVID-19

Like all other teaching content, philosophy and ethics, during the pan-
demic of the COVID-19 virus, were taught through digital educational plat-
forms. Digital educational platforms literally and faithfully present textual con-
tent from these areas, by extracting key statements, articulating arguments and
drawing appropriate theoretical-practical conclusions. On the other hand, the
potential of the so-called of virtual classrooms, they are not such that they can
encourage original curiosity, the desire for a Cartesian search for absolute cer-
tainty, nor can they initiate a reasoned decision that defines the personal char-
acter of a moral actor, which is the result of ethical knowledge from Aristotle to
contemporary normative ethics. Philosophy and its traditional discipline ethics,
by their nature, are always deeply personal and dialogical. Every beginning in
philosophy is the product not only of a spiritual, socio-historical and educational
constellation, but is deeply personal, which distinguishes philosophy from sci-
ence, which essentially implies the anonymous commitment of the scientist to
the subject of research and research techniques. Likewise, the epilogue of science
is either strictly cognitive or practical, in the technical sense, and accordingly, it
does not have a strict personal involvement in the personality of the scientist. On
the other hand, the epilogue of philosophical or ethical reflection is deeply per-
sonalized and directly related to the orientation in thinking and behaviour of a
concrete person. Epilogues of philosophical and ethical research are always con-
nected to the dialogic context of teaching and educational development of stu-
dents, which cannot be literally and consistently transposed into the sphere of
the virtual educational community. Social and humanistic disciplines, such as
ethics and philosophy, due to the nature and epilogue of their knowledge, are
not fully susceptible to transposition into the sphere of virtual education, which
the experience of the pandemic both imposed and confirmed. Any individual or
collective evocation of the emergence of philosophical or ethical reflection is not
amenable to online educational platforms, no matter how perfect they are in the
domain of precise and vivid exposure of pedagogical content. The personal and
dialogic moment inscribed in the philosophical-ethical content is an immanent
limitation of virtual conceptions of education and practice.

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THE HYBRID TEACHING MODEL INFLUENCE ON THE
DEVELOPMENT OF FUTURE PRE-SCHOOL TEACHERS’
DIGITAL COMPETENCES

The specific situation in which we found ourselves due to COVID 19
pandemic made the issue of students’ digital competences the centre of our at-
tention. The aim of the research is to examine the impact of the hybrid teach-
ing model application on the enhancement of digital competences of future
pre-school teachers. The research sample was N=70 students of the second, the
third and the fourth year of basic academic studies. Future pre-school teachers’
self-assessments of their digital competences before and after the implemen-
tation of the hybrid teaching model, were examined using a five-point Likert-
type scale created on the basis of the Rulebook on Standards of Competenc-
es for the Teachers’ Profession and their Professional Development (,,Official
Gazette of the Republic of Serbia - Educational Gazette”, No. 16/ 2018). The
conclusion of the study is that the hybrid teaching model implementation has
an impact on future pre-school teachers’ digital competences enhancement in
all four separated factors. Statistically significant differences of digital compe-
tences self-assessment were observed depending on the year of study, whereas
a statistically significant relationship with other socio-demographic variables
was not observed. The results of the research can be the trigger to introduce
the hybrid teaching also in usual circumstances, as a function of students’ digi-
tal competences’ development, and it should be further researched what other
benefits students, teachers and higher education institutions can get from this
type of teaching.

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ONLINE CLASSES OF SERBIAN LANGUAGE AND
LITERATURE DURING THE COVID-19 PANDEMIC
IN THE REPUBLIC OF SERBIA: TEACHERS’ PERSPECTIVE

Due to the circumstances in which teaching was organised during the
pandemic, as well as the fact that until that moment modern technology was
not an obligatory intermediary between teachers and pupils in regular classes,
research was conducted to analyse the opinion of Serbian language and liter-
ature teachers about the challenges they faced while teaching the school sub-
ject during the COVID-19 pandemic in the Republic of Serbia. The teachers
who teach in primary schools participated in the research. A questionnaire de-
signed for the purpose of the research was used (it contained closed and open-
ended questions). The questionnaire was created in the online tool Google
Forms. Quantitative and qualitative methodology was applied. The results in-
dicate that the Serbian language and literature teachers mostly used the plat-
form Google Classroom, and two-third of them experienced certain difficul-
ties while teaching. Moreover, most of them agreed that their pupils did not
make as much progress during the online classes as in traditional classes. Addi-
tionally, most of them underlined that they could not realize the contents of all
three teaching areas (language, literature, and language culture) as well as that
language culture, which requires the functional application of acquired knowl-
edge, was the least present. The results, among other things, point to the con-
clusion that it is necessary to encourage raising new research questions in this
domain, due to the fact that one of the key competencies for advancement in all
other school subjects is acquired, especially in primary schools, in the classes of
Serbian language and literature.

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DISTANCE LANGUAGE LEARNING OUTSIDE
THE INSTITUTIONAL CONTEXT -
THE EXAMPLE OF MODERN GREEK LANGUAGE

During the COVID-19 pandemic, a multitude of platforms, programs
and applications gave language teachers (within and outside of institutional
education) the opportunity to pursue approaches from a different perspective,
to improve their use of technology and to innovate their teaching. In this light,
from 2021, the Department of Modern Greek Studies of the Faculty of Philol-
ogy of the University of Belgrade started organizing a free virtual workshop
of Modern Greek language for citizens, which was a great success. This course
aimed to promote the language and introduce basic linguistic and cultural el-
ements. The transition to the online format of the course opened the possi-
bility for the participation of a larger number of people from different coun-
tries, so it was decided to keep the course in this format. It was organized three
years in a row, with more than a hundred registered participants per year. Tak-
ing into account the possibilities that this form of teaching opened, this pa-
per presents the results of the research conducted among the participants of
the above-mentioned workshop. For the purpose of the research, a survey was
conducted, in order to identify the positive and negative aspects of distance
language learning, as well as to examine the impact that this type of teaching
can have on the intrinsic and extrinsic motivation of the participants for fur-
ther language learning. A descriptive method was used for the presentations of
the results of the survey.

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DIGITAL WORLD: ANALYSIS OF METHODOLOGICAL
APPROACHES IN ONLINE TEACHING

During the COVID-19 pandemic, in the 2020/2021 school year, a new
subject, Digital World, was introduced in the first grade of primary education.
With the successive introduction of each subsequent year in the next grade,
Digital World is the only subject that is developed hybridly from the begin-
ning: in live classes and through TV lessons with the possibility of online ac-
cess. The aim of this paper is a critical analysis of the methodological approach-
es used in TV teaching of the subject Digital world, which was broadcast on
the RTS Planeta platform. On a sample of 72 lessons recorded during 2020 and
2021, we have analyzed the compliance of the content prescribed by the cur-
riculum, with the focus on methodical approaches which contribute to the at-
tainment of new knowledge, development of skills and habits of young pupils
in the field of digital technologies. The results indicate that the TV teaching is
in line with the prescribed curriculum. However the methodical approaches
of individual teachers significantly differ, along with the content quality with-
in the lessons themselves. Although TV lessons use age-appropriate language
and involve individual student work, certain tasks may not be suitable for pu-
pils and in some cases are not applicable. Taking into account that teaching,
whether live, via TV or online, is a continuous process, it is necessary that it is
planned and, if possible, implemented by the same team of participants, thus
the entire teaching course is constant, meaningfully connected, and therefore
the acquired knowledge is practical and permanent.

In 2020, the world was faced with the pandemic of the COVID-19 virus,
which left an indelible mark on the educational system and gave a warning that
we must be better prepared for unforeseen situations and trained enough to
react adequately without improvisation. In situations where people’s health is
at risk on a global level, and when the question of existence is put as primary,
the need for education is forced into the background. The faster we get used to
the new circumstances and how ready we are to react in the right way to the
challenges they bring, the less the negative consequences there are for the ed-
ucational system. After a letter from the Ministry of Education was sent to all
schools in Serbia to independently choose a system for electronic learning, in
order to organize and implement classes online, schools were faced with a real
situation regarding preparation for working (at a distance) in such conditions.
Most schools chose Google Classroom because it was the easiest to use and
monitor pupil progress at the time. However, university professors preferred
Microsoft Teams, which seemed to be more pragmatic for this level of educa-
tion. The pandemic, for which it is still questionable whether we have com-
pletely left it behind, reminded us that difficult times bring great challenges,
that together we are able to overcome them, but that it is best to prevent the
shortcomings that every educational system has and to be more ready to meet
new challenges for which it is certain that there will be.

Zdravstvena kriza uzrokovana pandemijom COVID-19 uticala je na pre-
mestanje nastave iz uc¢ionice u mrezno okruzenje. Kroz odredeno vremensko
razdoblje nastava svih nastavnih predmeta, pa tako i nastava Prirode i drustva,
odvijala se na daljinu. Bez moguc¢nosti pripreme na navedeni oblik rada uci-
telji su se nasli u dotad potpuno nepoznatoj situaciji. Kao cilj istrazivanja, ¢iji
se rezultati donose u ovome radu, bilo je ispitati misljenja i stavove ucitelja o
izvodenju nastave na daljinu, o ogranicenjima navedenog oblika rada te o sve-
obuhvatnom kvalitetu nastave u okolnostima realizacije nastavnog procesa na
daljinu iz perspektive predmeta Priroda i drustvo. Istrazivanje je sprovedeno
anketnim upitnikom na slu¢ajnom uzorku od 151 ispitanika — ucitelja razred-
ne nastave u Republici Hrvatskoj. Rezultati istrazivanja ukazuju na prepozna-
vanje puno veceg broja nedostataka u odnosu na prednosti nastave na daljinu.
Statistickom analizom utvrdeno je da ne postoje znacajne razlike u stavovima
ucitelja s obzirom na njihovo radno iskustvo. S druge strane, statisticka znacaj-
nost je utvrdena u stavovima o nastavi na daljinu s obzirom na smestaj $kole u
ruralnoj ili urbanoj sredini i s obzirom na razred u kojem ucitelji predaju.

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DISTANCE LEARNING DURING THE COVID-19 PANDEMIC:
ADVANTAGES AND DISADVANTAGES FROM THE PERSPECTIVE
OF THE SUBJECT NATURE AND SOCIETY

The health crisis caused by the COVID-19 pandemic has influenced the
transfer of teaching from the classroom to an online environment. During a
certain period, the teaching of all subjects, including the teaching of Nature
and Society, took place remotely. Without the possibility of preparation for the
mentioned form of work, teachers found themselves in a completely unknown
situation. The aim of the research, the results of which are presented in this
paper, was to examine the opinions and attitudes of teachers about distance
learning, about the limitations of the mentioned form of work, and about the
overall quality of teaching in the circumstances of the remote teaching process
from the perspective of the subject Nature and Society. The research was con-
ducted using a questionnaire on a random sample of 151 respondents - pri-
mary education teachers in the Republic of Croatia. The results of the research
indicate the recognition of a much greater number of disadvantages compared
to the advantages of distance learning. Through statistical analysis, it was de-
termined that there are no significant differences in teachers’ attitudes regard-
ing their work experience. On the other hand, statistical significance was estab-
lished in the attitudes about distance learning with regard to the location of the
school in a rural or urban environment and with regard to the class in which
the teachers teach.

With COVID-19 and prolonged closure of preschools and the question of
appropriate approaches and subject areas to support children and young people
for whom distance education was a major burden was often raised. Questions
such as how to respond to the decline in motivation and concentration for learn-
ing, to social isolation, to the increase in mental distress, were at the forefront. In
the project Developing Communication Skills through Cultural and Arts Educa-
tion - SKUM, within which we developed the concept of education through the
arts through the whole school vertical, analyses showed that dialogue through
the arts is a very rich pedagogical tool that can mitigate the adverse effects of on-
line education caused by the lack of face-to-face contact between classmates and
teachers. Also the qualitative analysis of the collected examples of project activi-
ties showed that children and adolescents, through the stories expressed greater
sensitivity in observing attitudes, social and natural phenomena and a more holis-
tic understanding of the learning content, and that they were better able to express
their observations of the world and the relationships in which they found them-
selves in these changed times. In this paper we will show through case studies how
art can support children and adolescents in alleviating hardships, in establishing
a critical and responsible attitude in the world and, last but not least, in making
sense of and deepening learning content through art. The theoretical background
from which we started is education through art (Biesta, Krofli¢), art as first-per-
son experience (Medves, Vecchi), narrative teaching (Riceour, Clandidin).

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»~NEW NORMAL” -
THE PROJECT THAT HAS NOT BEEN ACCEPTED (YET)

In the context of the outbreak of the COVID-19 pandemic and facing
it, numerous challenges for humanity emerged. They were not only the conse-
quence of the emergence and spread of the virus, but also of the social circum-
stances in which the pandemic occurred. That is why the sociological approach
to the research of the pandemic is more than necessary. During the pandemic,
many scientists from different fields spoke about the creation of ,,new normal”
In fact, it is a new concept of how everyday life should look like in the newly-
created living conditions. The research is aimed at theoretically exploring the
concept of ,,new normal”. Is it an ideological concept that needs to be realized
for the purpose of fulfilling certain interests of large capital, or a necessity of
facing a new virus for the purpose of preserving human lives and health? The
results of the conducted research indicate that ,,new normal” is an ideological
attempt of retransforming people’s everyday lives by dictating certain stricter
rules of behaviour, linked with a higher degree of control over human free-
doms, which was all justified by the care for human lives and health. In the pro-
cess of upbringing and education, safety and protection at work gained prima-
cy over usual forms of school socialization of children, the quality of the edu-
cational process etc. ,,New normal” as a project has not been fully accepted be-
cause the COVID-19 crisis was almost completely forgotten after the outbreak
of the Russian-Ukrainian war. However, it does not mean that some elements
of ,new normal” are not substantially more present in everyday life than before
the outbreak of the pandemic of this infectious disease.

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THE EDUCATIONAL AND HEALTH ROLE
OF DOMESTIC TV PRODUCTIONS ON CHILDREN
DURING THE COVID-19 CRISIS

Mass communication media have changed their primary purposes over
time, and today they have many functions, while in crisis situations their in-
fluence in shaping and experiencing reality grows. Longitudinal analysis of
the content of shows for children of domestic TV productions with national
frequencies in operation in three-time intervals during 2020, 2021 and 2022,
has been investigating their relationship during the pandemic and the appli-
cation of the educational function. The results show that children’s content is
not adapted to the vulnerable health environment: 68% of the programs were
regular cartoons, while content about health and medicine made up only 3.1%
of the shows. The corona and the pandemic were not singled out as separate
thematic entities, but were discussed through regular news services and exist-
ing columns with a focus on disease control. The public broadcasters RTS and
RTV stood out for their informativeness, while commercial broadcasters relied
on foreign productions, which, according to statistical data, dominate media
promotion of values and patterns of behaviour. In the period of the pandem-
ic, the power of networking capacities of domestic TV productions and their
importance in developing health culture, interactivity and education was in-
sufficiently used. Domestic television authors in crises still underestimate the
power of social networks, which in a broader perspective are becoming the first
media choice.

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EDUCATION AND ,NEW NORMAL’

The paper discusses the connection between society and education and
the impact of new security risks on the functioning of the educational system.
The intention is to emphasize the role of the educational system in a globalized
world in providing its participants with a common ,,point of view” in order to
promote shared ways of thinking and acting. The first part of the paper cov-
ers basic definitions of terms important for understanding the relationship be-
tween global society and global education. In the second part of the paper, the
author analyses how radical changes within the global, interconnected society
affect formal education. The third part analyses the impact of COVID-19 pan-
demic and the globalized response to the challenges the world has faced, which
shows the pattern of future changes: crises will be used to establish an increas-
ing homogenization and unification of societies and their various systems. On
the one hand, educational systems will be exposed to the process of homoge-
nization, and on the other hand, they will actively participate in transmitting
ideologies and values that lead to homogenization. Then, in the fourth part, the
impact of information and communications technologies (ICT) in teaching is
analysed and, in particular, the impact of online teaching on the nature of for-
mal education: ICT and E-learning are intended to create a new philosophy of
education.

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RUSSIAN UNIVERSITY TEACHERS’ ESTIMATES
OF DISTANCE AND HYBRID LEARNING UNDER
AND AFTER THE COVID-19 PANDEMIC

Since the outbreak of the pandemic, there were five waves of the all-Rus-
sian online survey of higher education teachers on the transition to distance
learning and digital transformation of universities. Already in 2021, the re-
sults of four surveys showed that the teachers’ attitude to distance learning de-
pends on the type of educational activity, discipline, and age. Thus, the older
group (over 55 years) prefers offline learning and unified (universal) curricu-
la, while the younger group (up to 34 years) — online learning and individual
curricula supported by tutorship. The real workload of distance learning in the
2020-2021 academic year corresponded to the teachers’” ideas about the opti-
mal share of distance learning. However, most teachers still define the hybrid
form of education as distance learning, which means that the hybrid learning
model remains unclear to many respondents. Teachers are ready to discuss the
problems of the hybrid model and identify the following types of its difficul-
ties: technical issues, lack of personal contact and feedback, insufficient con-
trol of students’ attendance and academic performance, students’ low motiva-
tion and poor knowledge, lack of online platforms and tested online courses,
and additional workload. Teachers believe that the students’ academic perfor-
mance depends on the form of learning - it improves in the pure online and
offline forms and worsens when hybrid forms are used. However, the students’
involvement increases only in offline classes.

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CHILDREN’S GAME CORONA AS A ,BLACK BOX”
DURING THE COVID-19 PANDEMIC

Dordina Trubarac Matic

The sudden changes which happened on the macro and micro socio-
cultural level during the COVID-19 pandemic, led to changes in daily rou-
tines of children and the accumulation of psychological tension. The presen-
tation aims to point out the importance of children’s play as a kind of ,,black
box”, through which we can detect those elements of the micro and macro so-
cial change that children perceive as central. During the game the symbols of
those elements are put in relations which can reveal the type of inner tensions,
as well as the newly formed ideas and knowledge about the sociocultural real-
ity. The presentation will include observations made during a personal field-
work research conducted in the spring of 2021 among the pupils of the ,,Saint
Sava” primary school in the Belgrade’s municipality of Vracar. The research is
based on the semi-structured interviews on the topic of the game called Coro-
na, which spontaneously arose among the pupils of this school. Based on this
specific case study, conclusions are presented that can be useful for teachers,
pedagogues and child psychologists in order to gain deeper insights about the
impact of the COVID-19 pandemic regulations on the schoolchildren of the
age 7 to 11 in Serbia, as well as about some general mechanisms that are acti-
vated during the children’s self-modelling of games.

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SUPERVISING STUDENTS WORK IN A BLENDED
APPROACH DURING COVID-19 PANDEMIC;
FROM FORMAL TO INFORMAL TEACHING IN ART

The blended approach - a teaching model that combines direct and on-
line communication - has been greatly developed during the Covid-19 pan-
demic. In the field of art education, this pandemic mode brought several chal-
lenges: (1) supervising the production process of a visual/spatial artwork chal-
lenge, (2) supervisor-student communication challenge and (3) interaction be-
tween learners challenge. This paper discusses a specific case from educational
practice - the seminar Artist in Context (attended by art academies’ students
and candidates for enrolment) - as a contemporary teaching model tailored
for pandemic conditions. It also considers other examples for comparison -
from personal educational practice in an informal setting, as well as teaching
practice within the institution - supervising students in Faculty of Fine Arts
in post-pandemic conditions. The aim of the paper is to examine possible ad-
vantages of blended teaching programs in terms of overcoming the aforemen-
tioned challenges, using the descriptive method, with elements of qualitative
case study and action research. Primary techniques used are participatory ob-
servation and content analysis, along with a questionnaire used for evaluation
of the seminar. The paper highlights some advantages of informal blended ed-
ucational programs, such as flexibility, potential for individualisation, the abil-
ity to overcome the challenges mentioned before. This points to a conclusion
that similar programs can be widely applicable as a form of supervision-based
educational programs, easily adjustable to different environments and circum-
stances.

Epidemic of coronavirus has affected almost all countries of the world.
Shutting down schools has been one of the ways to prevent spreading of the in-
fection, but has affected educational system by enforcing online classes. Tech-
nical issues, in the first weeks of online school, were just a beginning of many
problems teachers had to deal with. Planning and having online classes of
Nurse Care, without active participation of students was a big problem. The
authors were motivated to know more about students” and teachers’ points of
view regarding online classes for Nurse care, which is the main goal of this pa-
per. The respondents were from Medical School ,7" April® in Novi Sad, all to-
gether 104 students and 35 teachers of Nurse care. The questionnaire that was
used has been specially designed for needs of this paper for both groups of re-
spondents. The polling was done in June of 2022. The observational descriptive
method was used for the preparation of this work. The results that we came to,
which will be presented in this paper only partially, confirm that both teachers
and students agree that online classes have certain advantages, when it comes
to theoretical teaching. However, practical classes in this subject have a huge
role. Our conclusion is that practical education in hospitals and school cabinets
are the only sustainable way of education for future health care professionals.

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TEACHING MATHEMATICS DURING THE PANDEMIC:
STUDENTS AND TEACHERS’ PERCEPTIONS OF THE TASK CONTEXT

The global COVID-19 pandemic has affected the educational system
around the world, which has led to an increase in scientific papers dealing with
the implementation of online models in emergency situations. This research
used a combined mixed method to examine the experiences of students, class-
room teachers and mathematics teachers, in aim to identify the teaching top-
ics of mathematics which students and teachers considered the easiest when
solving tasks during online teaching, as well as those which were considered
the most difficult. The assumption was that in the teaching process, the big-
gest problem occurs when solving text tasks with a real-life topic, and that this
problem is directly conditioned by the degree of use of text tasks with a real-
life topic by the mathematics teachers. For the purposes of the research, two
(semi)structured questionnaires were constructed. The research was conduct-
ed during May 2021 and February-March 2023. The research sample consisted
of students, classroom teachers and mathematics teachers from 13 schools in
the territory of the Republic of Serbia. The research results show that students
found tasks with a theme from life most difficult in the field of geometry, and
the easiest in the field of arithmetic. According to teachers, the reason for this
are the didactic-methodical limitations they encountered while teaching in the
online space.

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SCIENCE-BASED AND DIDACTICALLY AND
METHODOLOGICALLY TRANSFORMED CONTENT
IN THE SCIENCE AND SOCIAL STUDIES VIDEO LESSONS

The efficiency of teaching Science and Social Studies in the students’ con-
ceptual development rely on the appropriate selection of educational content
which should be based on the contemporary knowledge pertaining to certain
scientific disciplines. In addition, it is necessary that the content is adequately
didactically and methodically transformed, i.e. adapted to suit the curricular
objectives and outcomes, as well as students’ age. The aim of the research was
to identify teaching situations in the Science and Social Studies video lessons
(created during the COVID-19 pandemic and available on the Moja skola por-
tal) that are problematical in terms of science-based, didactically and meth-
odologically transformed content’s selection. In the video lesson observation
protocol, the mentioned situations were recorded and subsequently analysed
qualitatively. The sample includes 235 World Around Us and Science and So-
cial Studies primary school subjects video lessons. In the identified situations,
two groups of problems were recognized: (1) scientific inaccuracy (in nam-
ing/explaining the concepts and inadequate presentation of vertical and hori-
zontal relationships between the concepts) and (2) inconsistency with current
curricula and students’ age. The detected problems are found in all four grades
and are dominant in video lessons with the Science topics. The identified vid-
eo lessons represent potential obstacles for achieving curricular outcomes and
the concepts’ development. The observed problems indicate the importance of
carefully creating such educational resources, as well as the significance of ap-
propriate (future) teachers’ training.

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DIDACTIC TOOLS IN SCIENCE AND SOCIAL STUDIES
VIDEO LESSONS DURING THE COVID-19 PANDEMIC
IN THE REPUBLIC OF SERBIA

The use and selection of didactic tools in teaching process are important
for stimulating and maintaining pupils’ learning focus in order to develop their
observation skills and provide better understanding of observed objects and
phenomena. Since online learning has become indispensable part of the edu-
cational process, the aim of our research was to identify which didactic tools
were used during Science and Social Studies video lessons and determine their
frequency and relevance in order to represent characteristics of the examined
phenomena. The results we present are the part of a wider research of online
education during the COVID-19 pandemic. Samples used for this research are
twenty Science and Social Studies subject video lessons for 3rd and 4th grade
that included natural phenomena, available on the Moja skola portal. The re-
sults were recorded in the video lesson observation protocol and qualitatively
analysed. The most frequent used were photos and illustrations. Audio/vid-
eo recordings were rarely represented, while diagrams and charts were almost
neglected. The surprising result is that more than a third of the used didactic
tools are insufficiently relevant or irrelevant for learning about natural phe-
nomena. Insufficiently relevant are photographs and illustrations, which are of-
ten not the most adequate source for presenting dynamic natural phenomena
or experiments, while the most of irrelevant didactic tools are decorative. The
analysed video lessons, which are available on the internet and being used in
teaching should be more representative in terms of variety, frequency and rel-
evance of the used didactic tools.

THE REALITY OF STUDENTS AND PROFESSORS
»,BEHIND THE CAMERAS” OF ONLINE CLASSES
DURING THE COVID-19 CRISIS

The coronavirus epidemic, which began in 2020, led to the closure of
schools, colleges, and student dormitories. More than half of the students of
Belgrade University had to return to their homes. Classes at all faculties be-
gan to take place online, which lasted a total of two and a half years. It was a
completely new way of communication between professors and students. For
the first time, professors and students met at exams, which mostly took place
through a written test. In a conversation with students of the eighth semester,
on the topic of advantages and disadvantages of online teaching versus offline
teaching, we realized that they have only been realistically present at the fac-
ulty for three semesters. They announce that they are finishing their studies
without being able to meet each other, just as they did not have the opportu-
nity to meet most of the professors from the faculty who taught them online.
They also report that they have a blurry and distorted picture not only of the
classes that took place online, but also of their overall life in the last two and
a half years. After this conversation with the students, we decided to conduct
research on the available sample, N = 70 fourth-year students. The goal of the
research was to determine the differences between the experience of: oneself
as a student, the quality of teaching and interaction with professors during on-
line studies and the same variables during offline classes in this school year. For
research purposes, we created a questionnaire with 15 closed and three open
questions. Statistical data processing was performed in the SPSS system. The
obtained findings indicate statistically significant differences in all three areas
in favour of offline teaching.

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TEACHING SPEECH CULTURE WITHIN ONLINE LESSONS
ON THE “MOJA SKOLA” PLATFORM

The paper discusses the position of speech culture teaching in the young-
er grades of primary school during the COVID-19 pandemic. The beginning
of quarantine and a partial ban of movement required a quick adjustment of
school classes, which is why Television channels soon began showing record-
ings of online classes. Since the acquisition and improvement of speech culture
is an important segment of Serbian language teaching and requires constant
pupil activity, the question was to what extent online teaching will respond
to these requirements. Therefore, the main goal of this paper was to see how
speech culture was represented in online classes, as well as to determine how
content from this area was processed. First, it was necessary to determine the
number of classes in which content from speech culture is covered, which as-
pect of speech culture is represented in them, and what tasks are given to the
pupils. The research included an analysis of online Serbian language classes for
the fourth grade of primary school, which cover content from speech culture,
shown on television channels (RTS). We were especially focused on the way of
processing those contents and on the tasks given to the pupils. Since the field
of speech culture involves the correct pronunciation, accent and intonation, its
processing could be very challenging for the form of online classes. Consider-
ing that, the author, relying on research and relevant literature, lists possible
solutions for the approach to the teaching of speech culture in the conditions
of online teaching.

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MODELS FOR COVID-19 FORECASTING
IN THE REPUBLIC OF SERBIA

We addressed the problem of the model selection for future outcomes
based on known ones for COVID-19 pandemic in the Republic of Serbia. We
have used time series for confirmed cases and deaths cumulative on the week
basis from 2 March 2020 to 1 May 2023. The descriptive analysis shows that
the average number of confirmed cases and deaths reported each week were
15070 and 109, respectively. The highest number of confirmed cases was re-
corded in the week starting at 24 January 2022 and ending at 31 January 2022,
while the highest death number was observed in the week starting 1 Novem-
ber 2021 till 8 November 2021. Based on the knowledge from other countries,
we used ARIMA models, exponential smoothing models, neural networks and
ETS models. It was found that the exponential smoothing models can be cho-
sen as the appropriate models for modelling COVID-19 pandemic in the Re-
public of Serbia. The number of predicted and real confirmed cases and deaths
were compared and consistency within their behaviour was detected.

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LAND-ART ACTIVITIES OF PRESCHOOL CHILDREN
DURING THE COVID-19 LOCKDOWN

The paper aims at utilizing the case study method of a family during the
COVID-19 pandemic lockdown to analyse both positive and negative factors
that may have affected the development of children’ artistic creativity. Due to
the limitations of collecting objective data of a larger specimen of families and
children during the lockdown in the pandemic, in this sole case, the author
bases her assertions on applicable biographic method, the method of obser-
vation and analysis of data on the artistic activities among children who were
in the immediate surroundings of the author, living in nature during the lock-
down (the observed specimen of children). The data on the impact that art
education had on the other specimen of children were collected in an oral in-
terview with the help of four Academy students who took part in an online-
course, cooperating with preschool children in their immediate surroundings
by including them in the teaching process, i.e. exercise classes and the sched-
uled art activities. The advantage of art activities in teaching during the pan-
demic was that individual, one-on-one teaching principles were adhered to,
with reference to the risk of the lack of socio-emotional development factors
due to the prolonged non-contact and social distancing from peers. The con-
clusion of this paper confirms the hypothesis about the profound effect of be-
ing in nature on the psychophysical development of children, focusing spe-
cifically on the development of lend-art play and visual expression outdoors
through three-dimensional forms.

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ADQUISICION DE VOCABULARIO ESP EN UN ENTORNO
DIGITAL DURANTE LA PANDEMIA DE COVID-19:
DESAFIOS Y EXPERIENCIAS DE LA POBLACION ESTUDIANTIL

Este trabajo tiene como objetivo de presentar los desafios que enfrenta la
poblacién estudiantil al adquirir ESP (English for Specific Purposes- inglés con
fines especificos), con un enfoque especial en el léxico, durante la pandemia de
COVID-19. La implementacion urgente de formas alternativas en linea de en-
seflanza de lenguas extranjeras debido a la pandemia de coronavirus también
ha puesto a los profesores de lenguas extranjeras ante un gran reto de la pro-
fesion en cuanto a la aplicacion de un enfoque adecuado. Teniendo en cuenta
que la distincion y especificidad de la lengua extranjera para fines especificos
se refleja precisamente en la aplicacion de un registro y una terminologia espe-
ciales que se adoptan y utilizan en un contexto especifico, fue importante exa-
minar qué desafios encontraron los estudiantes en las practicas de ensefianza
digital emergente. En el articulo, definiremos y describiremos el contexto de
adopcion del léxico ESP entre los estudiantes durante el periodo en que la en-
seflanza no se realizaba en las instalaciones de la institucién de educacion su-
perior, sino a través de plataformas en linea. Con el fin de extraer datos esen-
ciales para esta investigacion empirica, se cred una encuesta y se envid a estu-
diantes de segundo afo de la Academia de Negocios y Estudios Vocacionales
de Arte de Belgrado que estudian inglés comercial. De esta forma, se hara un
analisis cuantitativo que incluye unicamente estadisticas descriptivas. La in-
vestigacion mostraria a qué métodos y técnicas recurrieron los estudiantes en
la adquisicion del 1éxico ESP durante la pandemia y en la implementacion de
las clases en linea. Ademas, se demostraria si la implementacion de las tecno-
logias de la informacién y la comunicacién en el contexto de la adquisicion de
una lengua extranjera con fines especificos ofrece un gran potencial de innova-
cion en el proceso de ensefianza y puede facilitar enormemente la adquisicién
del léxico ESP.

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STUDENTS’ ESTIMATION OF THE LINGERING EFFECTS
OF THE COVID-19 PANDEMIC ON MOTIVATION
AND PERFORMANCE IN THE POST-COVID PERIOD

Towards the end of 2021 and the beginning of 2022 most faculties re-
turned to teaching in a classroom. However, two years of everyday fear and
uncertainty, as well as online classes, have undoubtedly had consequences
even upon returning to the classroom. The aim of this research is to determine
whether the pandemic has had consequences on students’ motivation and per-
formance, as well as whether students deem certain adjustments in teaching
necessary in order to adapt to the current state of things, and if so, what kind
of adjustments they see fit. For the purpose of this research, a questionnaire
was created based on self-evaluation of students about certain aspects of stud-
ying before and after the pandemic. The questionnaire was filled by 359 stu-
dents at universities across Serbia. Preliminary results show that most students
claim that the pandemic has had a negative effect on their studies even in the
post-Covid period. In comparison to the state prior to the pandemic, they feel
a decrease in concentration and motivation. Accordingly, a great majority of
the students report that they need more time than before to master the sub-
ject, whereas about a half of the students deem their grades worse than expect-
ed in comparison to the invested effort. However, there is a divergent opinion
regarding modifications in teaching, so a half of the students think of adjust-
ments in teaching as necessary. Students’ suggestions indicate that there is a
need for using the benefits of online tools within the classroom as well.

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MARGINAL SOCIAL GROUPS IN EDUCATION
DURING THE COVID-19 PANDEMIC

Ana S. Vukovi¢

Institute of Social Sciences, Belgrade, Serbia

The paper examines the concept of inclusion in the educational system
of marginal social groups during online classes organized due to the COV-
ID-19 pandemic. As a need to integrate marginal and socially vulnerable social
groups into the wider social environment, the concept of inclusion in the edu-
cational system arose. Although this approach to the way of education was un-
doubtedly created from humane motives, there were no longitudinal studies of
the application of the concept in different situations, especially not the applica-
tion in the digital form of distance learning, which was primarily represented
during the pandemic. The main thesis that the author examines is that the con-
cept of online teaching during the COVID-19 pandemic relativized the possi-
bility of educating marginal and vulnerable social groups. The second part of
the paper includes obstacles in the application of digitization in the learning of
members of marginal and vulnerable social groups and the problematization of
the concept of inclusion of marginal groups based on the analysis of texts about
the experiences of online teaching during the COVID-19 pandemic and possi-
ble conversations with social actors. Models of communication between teach-
ers and members of marginal social groups could not adequately respond to
the challenges of ,,new” socialization during the pandemic. The author advo-
cates for the development of a strategy of differentiated access in online teach-
ing, based on the abilities and needs of members of marginal and vulnerable
social groups, as well as on the basis of the technical and personnel capacities
of the educational system itself.

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THE EFFECTS OF ONLINE TEACHING ON STUDENTS
ACHIEVEMENT IN THE ACQUISITION OF ITALIAN
AS AN L2 DURING THE COVID-19 PANDEMIC

Due to the COVID-19 pandemic, classes at the Faculty of Philology of
the University of Belgrade were held fully or partially online from March 2020
to May 2022. In this paper we present and analyse achievements of three gener-
ations of students enrolled in the Department of Italian in 2018, 2019, and 2020
(the first had face-to-face classes, the second had face-to-face classes in the 1st
semester and online classes in the 2nd semester, while the third had only on-
line classes) in Contemporary Italian Language G-2 (CIL G-2) and Italian Lan-
guage 2 (IL 2) in the 2nd semester of the first year of undergraduate studies.
The objective of our study is to determine and compare the effects of classroom
and online teaching on second language acquisition. Therefore, the results are
compared diachronically - to determine different effects of these two forms of
teaching on the achievement of the three generations of students in the two
courses; and synchronically — to determine differences in their influence on
the development of communicative competence in CIL G-2 and grammatical
competence in IL 2. The conclusions that emerge from our analysis may con-
tribute to a better understanding of the impact of online teaching on the devel-
opment of communicative and grammatical competence necessary to achieve
higher levels of language proficiency in second language acquisition in an aca-
demic context.

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THE ROLE OF THE FAMILY IN THE EDUCATIONAL
PROCESS UNDER COVID-19 PANDEMIC CONDITIONS

COVID-19 is the factor having influenced onto a teaching process as
none of the previous events in the history of education. Innovations in teach-
ing included distant learning, mostly being realized by using the online class-
room (e.g. Google classroom). In that sense, each of the process participants
- students and teachers, but also a family, became inevitably an important fac-
tor in these learning conditions. Starting from such an ascertainment, the aim
of the research is to estimate the role of the family, i.e. to be researched wheth-
er a family participated in realization of students’ assignments and whether it
participated in explaining ambiguity to students during COVID-19, and also
in motivating children in their work. With interviewing of teachers, students
and family members in the territory of Novi Pazar municipality, we gained
the data being analysed descriptively and comparatively, taking into considera-
tion as a significant indicator whether students live in the urban or rural are-
as. The research results show that for students from rural areas such a learning
model was extremely difficult and, in that sense, it is extremely important to
strengthen cooperation with parents, and also an individual’s needs should be
recognized and their abilities in such education process. After the conducted
empirical research, the conclusions to be derived are that a high percentage of
parents does not help students in this process, and the implicative suggestion is
that additional help is necessary, but not through increased parents’ participa-
tion, but of the teachers.

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EVALUATING ACADEMIC TEXTS OF UNIVERSITY
STUDENTS DURING THE PANDEMIC OF COVID-19:
PRACTICES AND PERSPECTIVES

The present contribution aims to emphasize the evaluation of academic
texts during the COVID-19 pandemic. In this process, the focus is not primar-
ily on assessing for the sake of obtaining results, but on observing the develop-
ment of knowledge and skills in text composition during the process of learn-
ing. Naturally, teaching texts in French classrooms is open to criticism regard-
ing the method, tools, and results obtained after each lesson. The results of this
research are based on a textual analysis of an examination conducted during
the COVID-19 period, specifically the first semester of 2020, at the Universi-
ty of Debrecen, Hungary. These findings lead to several conclusions, of which
we mention that text is not only a produced pattern of writing based on a set
of strict grammatical rules, but also an implicit medium carrying all linguistic
and extralinguistic elements. The results imply that the process is led by a high-
ly complex mental mechanism, combining syntactic knowledge with mental
representations of language. Assessing texts in this sense is exposed to ambigu-
ity, particularly when conditions do not allow for direct contact with students.
Consequently, the results suggest opening an extensive academic discussion on
all the elements related to remote teaching/learning practices.

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PEDAGOGICAL (RE)DEFINITION OF THE ,,CLASSROOM”
AS A CONSEQUENCE OF THE COVID-19 PANDEMIC

Requirements for distancing during the COVID-19 pandemic had dif-
ferent wordings, and different consequences for the functioning of society and
the educational system. We have often had the opportunity to hear from medi-
cal experts’ public demands for ,isolation’, ,,physical distance”, and often ,,so-
cial distance”. Observed from the point of view of pedagogical science, social
distance would, without any doubt, have a disastrous effect on the functioning
of the educational system because education is a ,social space”. However, the
requirements for physical distance, judging by the experiences from that peri-
od, can be a ,,unique opportunity” to redefine the existing educational practice
in the school in order to improve it. Consequently, in response to the demands
of physical distancing, the paper discusses pedagogical strategies for redefin-
ing established educational practice in the classroom. They include: preparing
students for remote work (digital communication, digital collaboration, work
on projects); introducing new ,,smart” technologies into the teaching process
and training future teachers for the application of productive teaching models
that belong to the new educational paradigm of information-based teaching;
ethical use of new technologies... All within frameworks that do not diminish
the importance of the educational role of teachers and the autonomous posi-
tion of students.
